During the college year, 


She wrote for campus literary magazines “ Huntress” at Huntingdon

 
and “Rammer Jammer” , the humour magazine at the University of 


Alabama. She spent two and a half years writing To kill  a mockingbird.


The characters and the plot are from Lee’s real life at her age of 10 


based on the observations of her family and neighbours as well as on 


an event happened near her hometown in 1936 .After this book was first 


published on July11,1960 and 
won the 1960 Pulitzer Prize.

If you read the book you will notice that


the title came from one line “you can kill all the Blue Jays you want, but just 


remember, it's a sin to kill a Mockingbird”.

Bob Ewell’s threats are worrisome to 


everyone except Atticus. Atticus tells Jem and Scout that because 


he made Ewell look like a fool, Ewell needed to get revenge. 


Now that Ewell has gotten that vengefulness out of his system, 


Atticus expects no more trouble. After a long day, Atticus tells 


Jem that in an Alabama court of law, a white man’s word always 


beats a black man’s, and that hey were lucky to have the jury out 


so long, In fact, one man on the jury wanted to acquit-amazingly it 


was one of the Cunninghams.

As the novel progresses, the children’s changing attitude toward 


Boo Radley is an important measurement of their development 


from innocence toward a grown-up moral perspective. At the beginning 


of the book, Boo is merely a source of childhood superstition. 


As he leaves Jem and Scout presents and mends Jem’s pants, he 


gradually becomes increasingly and intriguingly real to them. 


At the end of the novel, he becomes fully human to Scout, 


illustrating that she has developed into a sympathetic and 


understanding individual. Boo, an intelligent child ruined by a 


cruel father, is one of the book’s most important mockingbirds; 


he is also an important symbol of the good that exists within people. 


Despite the pain that Boo has suffered, the purity of his heart rules 


his interaction with the children. In saving Jem and Scout from Bob 


Ewell, Boo proves the ultimate symbol of good.
