The construction of dams to store water helps people to have water for consumption and to use water for agriculture, and it can also help generate electricity.  
However, constructing the Lower Sesan 2 Dam in Cambodia to boost energy potential and operate the country's economy enormously impacts ecosystems and the livelihoods of animals and people. As the construction of the Lower Sesan 2 Dam cuts off the two main tributaries of the Mekong River, many problems followed, such as the depletion of aquatic life in the ecosystem, changing people's livelihoods, and climate change.

          The first is a problem in the aquatic ecosystem. Aquatic ecosystems are deteriorating due to the inability of rivers to flow, thus making them unable to find food and reproductive, which could lead to fish extinction. This Lower Sesan 2 dam is not only a deteriorating ecosystem but also a poorer livelihood. The dam is not only creating a degraded ecosystem but also a poor livelihood. Because of the fewer fish, people in the local community also had less income from selling fish. When people have less income, people can buy fewer necessary goods for daily use, which also can affect the country's economy.

          Second, the less well-being of the community is a problem. Since the dam construction will require much land, the government has forced people in the community to relocate. After the evacuation, the new area was less fertile than the old one. The lack of soil fertility prevented the community from growing vegetables and fruits for consumption and sale as before. In addition, in the new locality, people in the community who wanted to catch fish for sale had to travel long distances to catch the fish because the new habitat was far from the river, which made it more difficult for them.

          The third problem with the construction of dams would take up a lot of lands, which requires the destruction of the forest. When the plant dies, it produces carbon dioxide and methane, resulting in hotter temperatures. 


Hence, in my opinion, dam construction causes many problems in many aspects, whether it is people, animals, natural resources, or many more. In addition, if the dam is unsuitable for the area's terrain, it will cause more problems and damage nature and the ecosystem.
