…. I have a special opportunity to visit at Thai-German Institute (Amata Industrial Park). In 2019, this institute received the public fund from central government, this amount of fund was invested to employ the trainer and buy the machines in order to practice in real sector. Moreover, we had a chance to survey the industry sector in this place, there are 180 members, 80 people is engineer, another 100 people work in the marketing part, Amata Industrial park opened the opportunity to register to be a trainee through the course description, which has the requirement to select the members.
