Import the eight workbooks into Access as well as identify the primary keys for each table. Once complete create relationships between these tables. Do not create your own fields, use the fields given to determine primary and foreign keys. You also have to create forms for the eight tables in your database. You will also have to create the following objects:

Form/subforms:

1. For supplier and products

2. For employees and orders

Queries:

1. Employee who work as sales representatives (select)

2. Customers whose names begin with the letters “Ma” (select with wildcard)

3. Total for each product ordered (from order details – select)

4. Information extracted by Supplier name (parameter)

Create a report based on the results of the first query. Also create a main menu with the command buttons (using macros) that opens up the all the forms, the first two queries and the first report. The main menu should also the About Database and Exit Database buttons. Your database should also contain Back to Main Menu buttons where necessary. Create an autoexec macro that opens up the main menu by default.
