1.	Equilibrium in world changed from realist (balance of power) to  complex interdependency  
		2.	U.S. left as only superpower with no real checks on its power

1.	Clausewitz saw war as "continuation of politics by other means"

Treaties
Binding treaties  - There is a penalty for violating the treaty
Non-binding treaties – There is no penalty for violating the treaty
Binding Arbitration – A third party acts as a “judge”.  Each party must do what the              arbitrator requires
Non-binding arbitration -  Either  party may reject the arbitrator’s decision
Mediation  -   A third party helps the disputing parties come to agreement.

A.	Origin
1.	the League of Nations was created in 1919, but failed to receive support
2.	United Nations Declaration signed on January 1, 1942
3.	United Nations was established on October 24, 1945

1.	Security Council
a.	composed of fifteen states
b.	five permanent members
c.	has "primary responsibility for the maintenance of international peace and security"
d.	the five permanent members have veto power

2.	The General Assembly
a.	includes representatives of all states that are members of the U. N.
b.	meets annually

C.	The U.N.'s role in keeping the peace
1.	U.N. Charter lists three types of coercive measures which may be taken to enforce peace  These are called sanctions
a.	severance of diplomatic relations
b.	complete or partial disruption of economic relations with the dissident state
c.	the use of armed forces

2.	Only limited pressure can be applied through diplomatic sanctions

3.	Economic sanctions are seldom tried, although they were used against Iraq from 1990 until after 2003 Iraq war and against Libya
4.	Military sanctions have been of little value
[bookmark: _GoBack]5.	U.S. and Great Britain attacked Iraq in 2003, without UN mandate, to find weapons of mass destruction and to depose Saddam Hussein  
6.	The U.N. is limited by two facts
a.	member states retain their sovereignty
b.	much of the power of the world is concentrated in a few powerful states
