Tips for Choosing a Title
1. It should predict the content of the research paper.
2. It should be interesting to the reader.
3. It should reflect the tone of the writing.
4. Title should not be too long nor too short; contain 5-15 words
5. Should be in active rather than passive voice
6. It should contain important keywords that will make it easier to be located during a keyword search.

The title should reflect the tone of the writing

Revised title:	Myanmar’s military coup and its effects on economic stability and long-term growth

Original title:	Trade policies to increase exports
Revised title:	Improving the enabling business environment to stimulate export growth



The title should not be too short or too long

*****************************************************
Example 1
Too short:  	Education in Cambodia
Too long: 	The impacts of improved educational infrastructure in predicting graduation rates in lower secondary schooling in Cambodia
Just right:	The role of educational infrastructure on graduation rates at the lower secondary level

********************************************************
Example 2
Too short:  	Myanmar transportation issues
Too long: 	Investments in railway transportation and its effects on relieving highways from increased traffic loads in Myanmar
Just right:	Diverting highway traffic loads through railway improvements in Myanmar




Use active, rather than passive voice

Example 1 
Original title:	Decreased productivity of poor households in rural areas due to deferred health treatment 
Revised title:	Effects of timely health treatment on the productivity of rural households


*****************************************************
Example 2
Original title:	How agriculture production was affected by climate change  
Revised title:	Effects of climate change on agricultural production


Some Tips:
· Focus on what “story” you want to tell; do not  include any unnecessary information/data
· Use simple sentences
