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 “An inequality of commerce on online platforms between foreign and local sellers”
This research aimed to answer two main questions, how does the differences of tax policy have an effect on the seller and how can the government protect the benefit of domestic sellers? This paper uses secondary data as the main source to answer the research questions due to the limited time, blocked website for foreigners and the obscure data.
	The authors started by describing industry background and situation in the industry of each countries. United States is the pioneer in cross-border e-commerce platform providing 24 hours global shopping experience. Sales tax, additional fees and shopping are concluded with different fees depend on the locations of the warehouses and its destination. Trade tariff between the United States and China have made the tariff rate deducted but the resulted were with climbed up rate. Singapore aiming to dominate the localized E-commerce platform in ASEAN region and being a successful financial system known as QuuBe, which allow both local and international seller to join no listing fee and certain amount of the commission have to be paid. Singapore and China have China-Singapore Free Trade Agreement (CSFTA) which allows goods from China to export to the country with tax-exempted and the country’s export to China with duty free. Thailand has Lazada as the top E-Commerce site in ASEAN country. The platform categorized seller into three selling model with different amount of tax and VAT, which are local seller, Laz mall and Lazglobal. For trade tariff in Thailand, the country categorized tariff into three groups based on the certain value. There are ASEAN-CHINA Free Trade Agreement including tax exemption or tax reduction on some products, such as agricultural products, electronic machine, iron and steel.
	In preliminary conclusion, on apparel industry and cosmetics industry that Thailand has competitive advantage, trade barrier negatively affect both industries. All of the three countries face similar situation since the policy of each online websites does not favor any sellers. Most local sellers suffer from the import tax due to the inappropriate tax by the government and this allow the foreign countries to capture the market. As an example in Singapore and US that facing the same situation, the government take an action to protect the local producer. This is important for Thailand that Thai government should learn and impose appropriate policy to equalize the local and foreign sellers.
