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1. Urbanisation and its Socioeconomic Trends in Vietnam 
This paper will use secondary data to analyse the correlation between the level of urbanisation of different provinces in Vietnam and five specific economic and social indicators: income per capita, trained employed workers rate, infant mortality rate, poverty rate and literacy rate. Our hypothesis states that more urbanisation correlates with more economic development. The paper uses two conceptual frameworks, including the “Rapid Urban Growth Triad” to analyse the causes and consequences of urbanisation. Data is taken from the General Statistics Office of Vietnam, and is considered reliable as it is governmental data. Our results show that there is a negative correlation between urbanisation level and infant mortality and poverty rate, but a positive correlation between urbanisation level and income per capita, percentage of trained employed workers, and literacy rate, confirming our hypothesis. However, because the correlation coefficient is weak-to-moderate for our social factors, our hypothesis cannot be completely proven. On the other hand, the r-value (correlation coefficient) for our economic variables are moderate-to-strong, giving space for evaluation. Whilst urbanisation can possibly correlate to economic development, there are many other confounding factors we should take into consideration. Negative consequences of urbanisation is also prevalent, such as high production of solid waste, congestion, overcrowding, and urban poverty. The government should have specific urban planning, inclusive growth policies to ensure healthy urban development and growth, as well as targeting specific variables that lead to and are consequences of urbanisation (better healthcare in rural districts, more waste management policies etc.). 

2. Poverty in Cambodia 
Poverty is a complex issue that people all around the globe are working together to resolve. In attempting to combat poverty, it is of high importance to look at the potential causes of a poverty situation. Because no single place faces the exact same conditions as another, the origins of poverty differ from location to location. This requires poverty to be taken on through a localized approach, and for the purposes of this study, the chosen area of interest is Cambodia. The paper will first look at the historical background of Cambodia and how Cambodia is today. There are linkages between the two that makes them tied together very strongly in a way that can help guide the understanding of the poverty situation in Cambodia. Then, the focus will shift to factors that affect the quality of life, including health, education, and political freedom. Quality of life plays a key role in determining poverty because poverty is not affected by just income alone. Lastly, with an understanding of the prior mentioned topics, policy recommendations that could help alleviate poverty in Cambodia will be suggested. 


3. Can Hydropower Drive Sustainable Growth in Laos?
[bookmark: _GoBack]This paper looks at the effects of investment in hydropower in Lao PDR and considers the question: Can hydropower drive sustainable economic growth in Laos? We divided sustainability down into its three pillars (environmental, social, and economic) and expanded on key pros and cons in each category, which were based on points made in reviewed literature. We found that although the economic benefits are large, the social and environmental costs are equally, if not more, large. In addition, hydropower dams disproportionately, negatively impact people in rural areas, who must be involuntary resettled and/or whose livelihoods depend on the river’s resources. In conclusion, hydropower currently should not be deemed “sustainable development” in Laos, considering the net economic impact of planned Mekong hydropower projects is negative and, therefore, not economically feasible. 

4. The Impact of Salinity Intrusion in The Mekong Delta Region in Vietnam 
Mekong Delta has been one of the most important agricultural areas of Vietnam. It has been the area that agricultural activities are contributed. In this area, the rice production has been produced largely. Moreover, it is an area which is rich in fishery as well according to its geographical location. ​Mekong Delta is the region in southwestern Vietnam where the Mekong River approaches and empties into the sea. This means that there is a part of the Mekong Delta that sea water mixed with salt water. In addition, it is a crucial area of agricultural productions that help generate the large number of agricultural products, which are for household consumption and exportation of Vietnam. This area has contributed to the considerable amount of income for the locals and the country. 
However, nowadays, there have been many published news relating to the problems occurred constantly in the Mekong Delta area due to some factors, such as constructed Chinese dams, particularly, Jinghong dam, which is the lowest dam in the very bottom area belonged to China, Climate change, and Tide situation. These mentioned factors can be categorized into two causes, M​an-made cause and ​Natural causes​, which man-made cause leads to the impact of the lower water level of the Mekong river and natural causes lead to the impacts on the sea level rise in the Mekong Delta region. According to these two sources of impacts, they have led to the generation of the impact called “Salinity Intrusion”​— the situation where the sea water has intruded into the freshwater area. This situation has caused several problems, in terms of Ecological impacts,​ ​Economic impacts​, ​Social impacts​, and ​Sustainability impacts​. These four aspects of impacts in the Mekong Delta region can be constructed into the conceptual framework by categorizing the impacts occurred. 
In addition, the suggestions of Adaptation to Climate Change, Cropping Diversification, and Scientific Methods like Kaem Ling and Sea Water Converter Machine have been researched in order to come up with the suggested solutions to handle the impacts caused by salinity intrusion. 


5. The main important factors related to the growth of Vietnam 
Vietnam had recorded a remarkable GDP growth of 7.1% in 2018 which make Vietnam became second fastest amongst Asian economies (7.2%) ​and this miracle is not come but by chance. There are many factors under this growth of Vietnam. The purpose of this study is to analyse the main important factors related to the growth of Vietnam. The analysis seeks to study closer in each factor chosen, including political situation, infrastructure, FDI, and import and export. 

6. How can tourism in Vietnam developed to be popular destination? 
Vietnam has become a tourist attraction for the first time. But most often do not attract tourists to come back again. As a result, Vietnam should develop the conditions of tourism in both products and services to attract tourists to want to come back again. From our research, Vietnam has internal and external issues. There are five main problems, which are poor tourism infrastructure, ​ineffective performance of the tourism industry, ​environment and safety, ​lack of investment funds, and government policy ​for tourism promotion​. All of these points must be taken into consideration to conclude the solution.
