Huck, a poor boy with a drunken bum for a father, and his friend Tom Sawyer, a middle-class boy with an imagination too active for his own good, found a robber’s stash of gold. Huck’s youth is an important factor in his moral education over the course of the novel, which excuses them in certain ways and also deepens the novel’s commentary on slavery and society. Through the twentieth century, the novel has become famous not merely as the crown jewel in the work of one of America’s preeminent writers, but also as a subject of intense controversy.

Narrator
	As Huckleberry fin opens, he is thrilled with his new life. Tom sawyer’s tells Huck must stay respectable to take part in his new robber gang. All is well until Huck father “Pap” reappears in town and demand’s Huck money. Judge Thratcher and the widow try to get legal custody of Huck but new judge believes in the right of Pap and take him in his home to reform him but this effort fail. Pap hangs around the town, harassing his son. Finally when widow Douglas warns to stay away. Pap kidnaps Huck and holds him in a cabin across St. Petersburg.
 	Whenever Pap goes out, he locks Huck, and beats the boy whenever he returns. Tired and feared, Huck escapes by faking his own death, spreading pig blood all over the cabin. Hiding on Jackson Island. Huck watches the townspeople search for his body. After a few days, he encounter with Jim and team’s up. Jim is one of Miss Watson escape slaves. While they camp out, a storm causes the Mississippi[footnoteRef:2] to flood. They spy a log raft and capture raft to loot the house, finding the dead man body in it but Jim refuses to let Huck see the dead man’s face. [2:  It is one of the biggest rivers in the US. It goes from North to South.] 

  	Huck and Jim are forced to leave after Huck learns from a women onshore that her husband seen smoke and believe that Jim is hiding in the island so they start downriver on the raft and intend to leave it at mouth of the Ohio river. They proceed up to the free states, where slavery is prohibited. During that night, Huck and Jim miss the mouth of the Ohio and encounter a group of men looking for escaped slaves. Huck lies to the men that his father is suffering from disease.so the men give Huck money and hurry away. They continue downriver and separate in the next night.
	Huck ends up in the gun battle between Granger and Shephedsons while Huck is caught up in the fraud. Jim shows up with raft and they take off down the river. Coming into a town with a pair of men they rescue from bandits. They hear the story of Peter Wilks, who has died and left his inheritance to his two brothers. The duke and dauphin enter the town pretending to be Wilk’s brother. Huck decides to thwart the scams and steal the Wilk’s gold but is forced to stash it in Wilk’s coffin. Huck’s plan for unfold the duke and dauphin when Wilk’s real brother arrive. They just escape and make it back to the raft just as Huck and Jim are pushing off.
	After few more scams. They sell Jim to a local farmer. Huck finds out where Jim is held and resolves to free him. At the house, a woman greets Huck and called him Tom. The people holding Jim are Tom Sawyer’s aunt and uncle. They mistake Huck for Tom and Tom pretend to be his younger brother. Tom hatches a plan to free Jim. During the boys ransack and make aunt miserable. They precede the plan. Tom gets shot in the leg. Huck forced him to get a doctor. Finally all are returned to the house where Jim ends up back in chains. When Tom wakes, he reveals Jim has actually been a free man as Miss Watson made a provision in her will to free. Narrator
	Samuel Langhorne Clemens was born on November 30 1835, in Florida, Missouri. He was a novel writer under the pen name Mark Twain. In his early life, he was raised in Hannibal, Missouri. At the age of 11, after completed fifth grade, He left school. Unfortunately, his father died of pneumonia shortly after he left the school. Tom worked as a printer’s apprentice for a local newspaper. His job was to arrange newspaper’s stories, which allow Sam to read all of the stories while he completing his work. 
	At 18, Sam moved New York City, Philadelphia. St. Louis, and Cincinnati to work on many different newspapers.  Moreover, he joined International Typographical Union, the printers union, and educated himself in public libraries in the evenings, which give wider and better information than a conventional school. By 1857, His dream was fulfilled. He headed back to Mississippi on a new career as a riverboat pilot on the Mississippi River which is his childhood dream. However, his service was cut short in 1861 by the outbreak of the Civil War, which halted most civilian traffic on the river. The people began to split between Union and confederacy. Sam chose confederacy, joining the confederate army. However, after two weeks he quit from being volunteer for confederacy. 
	Sam headed west to search for a new career. He got a job at Nevada Territory from the invitation of his brother. However, he failed as a silver prospector. After that, Sam began to write the stories name Territorial Enterprise on newspaper under his pen name Mark Twain for the first time. He headed to San Francisco where he continued to write for local newspaper. He then published a short story Jim Smiley and His Jumping Frog ” in papers across the country.  Therefore, his writing was very popular. He continue to traveled and wrote his stories  and at the same time he met Charles Langdon which Sam fall in love with Charles’ sister, Olivia, and they got married after two years.
He then settled in New York, where Sam became editor and writer for newspaper the Buffalo Express. After that they moved to Hartford, Connecticut where published the book, Roughing IT which is the recollection and tall tales from his colleagues. At the same time first daughter was born, but their son died at the age of two from diphtheria. After that, Sam’s focus turned toward social criticism. He and Hartford Courant publisher Charles Dudley Warner co-wrote The Gilded Age , which cost him to gain a lot of money.
For the next 17 years, Sam and lily and three daughters lived in the Hartford home. During those year completed several famous books such as the Adventures of Tom Sawyer, Life on the Mississippi , The Prince and the Pauper Connecticut in King Authur’s Court and also the most famous work, Adventures of Huckleberry which is the first book that published in his own publishing company, The Charles L. Webster Company. Most of his writings related to his life stories and based on real situation at that time.
After being success in the writing world, he enjoyed his money and made a lot of bad investments, which cause him bankruptcy afterward. After his published company failed he had to work as a world tour lecture to earn money. During that time Sam wrote another book, Following the Equator. He then came back to United States, and served as the vice president of the Anti-Imperialist League. After that his writings turned dark, most of them focus human greed‚ cruelty and questioned the humanity of the human race, so his books were not popular as of before. 	 After living in New York for 3 years, Livy became ill so they moved to Italy, where she died a year later. Sam then came back to New York and moved into his late house, Stormfield, Redding, Connecticut.  His middle and youngest daughter got married on 1909, 1910 respectively. Four months later after youngest daughter wedding, Sam died at the age of 74 on April 21, 1910
