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	Have you ever considered of what differences among paintings?  Why some paintings are more out-standing than others?  What are techniques that the painters use to grab people's attention?  You might not have answer for these questions but if considering Salvador Dali’s paintings, you will find the answers to all these questions. Salvador Dali is the great painter whose every piece of his works could totally grab people attention by dramatically expressing the surrealist art. Not only his paintings that was out-standing but Salvador himself was also conspicuous.  
	Salvador Dali was born in 1904, a modern art period.  He was shown as an artist since he was young.  He attended in the academy of art in Madrid when he was 20[footnoteRef:1].  By his aspect, no one can judge his art.  Thus, he didn't take any exam and was expelled from the academic.  Dali has sought and tried to get inside through the different style of arts such as Cubism, Futurism, Neo-Cubism, Impressionism, but no kinds of art would fulfilled him.  Finally, he found the style that fitted him; a new style of art, Surrealism[footnoteRef:2]. Surrealism is the unreal or unpredictable works of art.  Surreal art sometimes was influenced by the artist's feelings, thoughts or maybe even their dreams. From his art, he also studies about the theory of Sigmund Freud and Carl Jung and created the paranoiac-critical method. 	With his unique style, people always recognize his works.  There are many meanings or messages from Dali in his works that wants to send to the viewers.  The Persistence of Memory, his well-known work was the picture with the melting watches and the barren landscape. His inspiration of this picture was the day when he was with his wife, Gala, he felt that he had a little time and it was such a wasted time. His days were spent on eating, sleeping and making love.  He realized about that and started to paint.  The Persistence of Memory[footnoteRef:5] perfectly meant about the irrelevance of time and later on, the melting watches became Dali's symbol.  More than that, there are many works of Dali that express and show about the social and historical change such as the Soft Construction with Boiled Beans (Premonition of Civil War) , which Dali painted this to represent about the horror of the Spanish Civil War.  The picture was about the 2 monster which are connected together and they are trying to wrestle itself just as the civil war which is the self-destruction. 	Avoiding the civil war, he moved to America.  He still working on his art and tried to improve all the time. Other than painting, he also worked in photography, film, sculpture and the other variety of media.  He also wrote his autobiography call The Secret Life of Salvador.  He also designed the logo of ChupaChups, the candy brand.  With his unique characteristic of his works, he became very famous and he was known and recognized with his flamboyant mustache, the haughty walk, his stick, and his wild eyes. Those things sometimes drew more interest than his works.  Afterward, he worked on a religious style with his famous work call Crucifixion.  With this reason he was expelled from the Surrealism group but he still called himself as The Surrealist.  There are group of people said that he have gone mad.  Later on his career, he created a museum call the Dali Theatre-Museum[footnoteRef:6] which arranged his works starting from his earliest to the last years of his life.  And also created a foundation named the Gala-Salvador Dali Foundation, which was named from his wife’s name, to protect and promote his works.  Dali died on January 23 1989 by the heart failure.
