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PE245 Student and self-development
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Humanities
TU110 Integrated Humanities 2 (2-0-4)

To study the history of human beings in different periods, reflecting their beliefs, ideas, intellectual and
creative development. To instill analytical thinking, with an awareness of the problems that humanities are confronting,
such as the impacts of: technological development, violence, wars, and various world crises so that we can live well in a

changing world.

TU111 Thailand in Historical, Social and Cultural Perspective 3 (3-0-6)
To explore Thai social, cultural and intellectual backgrounds from the old days (known as the Kingdom of
Siam) until today. To emphasize the formation of the Thai identity as well as directions towards the development of Thai

culture and society in the globalization context.(Field trips are obligatory)

TU112 Heritage of the Pre-modern World 3 (3-0-6)
To study significant problems and solutions in the Pre-modern World Society, which have been passed on to
various institutions, including those responsible for religion, intellect, culture, society, economics, and politics in the

Present World Society.

TU113 Fundamentals of Philosophy and Religion 3 (3-0-6)
To equip learners with the vital philosophical and religious concepts, which have influenced attitudes,
morality, and ways of life. To train learners to think analytically and critically towards certain phenomena in order that

they can apply their knowledge and understanding to their own social situations.

TU115 Man and his Literary Creativity 3 (3-0-6)

To study anecdotal stories, reflected through creative literary works in the print media, films, electronic media
and other modern media in order to compare the past and present world views regarding social values, beliefs as well as
faiths of those artists and creators. To explore the association of people and those creative works in terms of their

relationship with our ways of life today.

TU116 Man and Arts: Visual Art, Music and Performing Arts 3 (3-0-6)

This course is a study of art in relation to its function and the development of people, society and environment by
focusing on various creative works, such as visual arts, music and performing arts, depicting the culture and perception of
mankind. The course also aims to instill learners with real awareness of art values through personal experience, and also
the appreciation of the aesthetic values of creative works. An emphasis is placed upon the influence of art on Thai values

and the Thai way of life.



TU117 Development of the Modern World 3 (3-0-6)
To study the development of world societies from 1500 A.D. to the present. An emphasis is placed upon the
relationship of economy, political system, administration, society, culture, science and technology, leading to modern

world changes.

Social Science
TU100 Civic Education 3(3-0-6)

Study of principles of democracy and government by rule of law. Students will gain understanding of the
concept of “citizenship” in a democratic rule and will have opportunity for self-development to become a citizen in a

democratic society and to take responsibility in addressing issues in their society through real-life practices.

TU120 Integrated Social Sciences 2 (2-0-4)

This interdisciplinary course focuses on the fact that social sciences play an important role for society.  The
course explains the origins of the social sciences and the modern world, the separation of social sciences from pure
sciences, and the acceptance of the scientific paradigm for the explanation of social phenomenon. It also involves the
analysis of important disciplines, concepts, and major theories of social sciences by pointing out strengths and weaknesses
of each one. Included is the analysis of contemporary social problems, using knowledge and various perspectives—-

individual, group, macro-social, national and world perspectives-- to view those problems.

TU121 Man and Society 3 (3-0-6)

To study general characteristics of human societies, elements of social structures and procedures, social
changes and evolution resulting from such factors as environment, and technology, etc. To analyze various kinds of
societies to find out the relationship among elements within each society, and the relationship between society and

environment. To strengthen ethics and awareness on social responsibilities both in national and international levels.

TU122 Law in Everyday Life 3 (3-0-6)

To study general aspects of law as correct patterns of human conduct in society. To equip learners with basic
principles of public law (rules of law), and its values which are associated with citizens’ moral core. To provide basic
knowledge in public law and private law, involving the issues of rights and duties, dispute settlement, Thai Justice

procedures, the usage and interpretation of law principles, with an emphasis on case studies in our daily lives.

TU124 Society and Economy 3 (3-0-6)
To provide guidelines for the study and analysis of society and economy. To analyze social and economic
evolution in Thailand and worldwide. To emphasize the influence of culture and institutions on the social and economic

system.

AS125 Introduction to ASEAN 3 (3-0-6)
An Introduction the history and the aims of the establishment of ASEAN community.It includes the overview

of ASEAN countries in social,political,economic,cultural and ideological aspects.



Sciences and Technology

TU130 Integrated Sciences and Technology 2 (2-0-4)

To study basic concepts in science, scientific theory and philosophies. Standard methods for scientific
investigations. Important evolutions of science and technology influencing human lives as well as the impacts of science
and technology on economies, societies and environments. Current issues involving the impacts of science and technology

on moral, ethics and human values.

TU131 Man and Physical Science 3 (3-0-6)

To examine scientific methods and how to seek knowledge in an age of information, including their use in
solving problems in everyday work.

To understand the concepts, theories, and rules of the physical sciences focusing on the content that can be
applied to enhance the quality of life. For example, the study of physics in relation to communication technology, medical
technology, and the study of chemistry to improve one’s understanding of the right elements for use. In addition, a study
of the basic knowledge of physical science to understand the natural phenomenon as showed in the news media.

TU142 Man and Biological Science 3 (3-0-6)

To study the nature and origin of life, the evolution of life, genetics, reproduction and stages of human aging.

Applying knowledge of life sciences for the benefit of agriculture, industry, medicine and the environment as well as the

study of the impact of biotechnology on human life.

TU143 Man and Environment 3 (3-0-6)

To study the relationship between people and the environment by focusing on the coexistence of living things
in a way that it creates balance, enhances optimal use, and helps to promote effective and long-lasting environmental
management. To discuss the impacts of scientific and technological development on the environment, society, and

economy as well as the importance of the environment in the present and future are for Mankind.

AE106 Sustainability of Natural Resources and Energy 3 (3-0-6)

To examine basic ecology for the benefit of the conservation of natural resources. The course also focuses on:
characteristics of environmental pollution and social impacts on society; the concepts about sustainability of natural
resources and energy analysis; decision making, ethical issues related to the environment, and sustainable design. The
topic also concerns energy consumption in Thailand in various aspects, such as: transportation, industry, and office
buildings. Another focus includes: guidelines for sustainable energy development in Thailand regarding electricity
generation, energy conservation, alternative energy, solar energy, biomass for energy, ethanol production, biodiesel

production, clean coal technology, and nuclear energy.

Mathematics and Computers

TU151 General College Mathematics 3 (3-0-6)

(A non-credit subject to the students’ faculty code of 02, 04 and from 09 to 14,16,17)



To review Set; real number system; relations; functions and applications; introduction to linear programming;
logic; measurement of interest; installment payment and income tax; descriptive statistics; index number; introduction to

probability ; basic concept of inferential statistics; statistical packages.

TU152 Fundamental Mathematics 3 (3-0-6)

(This course is for students who have already studied mathematics in high school and have gained not less than
16 credits or as demanded by their faculty.)

To prove logical rules, methods of proofs, arguments, mathematical induction, proofs of theorems of
inequalities and absolute values, inequalities solving, functions, type of functions, applications of functions, curve

sketching, partial fractions decomposition, solving of simple systems of linear equations.

TU153 General Knowledge about Computers 3 (3-0-6)
To study the essential components of computer systems including hardware, software, data and its processing;
basic data communication, network and the Internet, principles of problem solving using computers and software

packages, security, ethics and laws related to computer usage and information systems.

TU154 Mathematical Foundation 3 (3-0-6)

To prove logical rules, methods of proofs, quantifiers, arguments, mathematical induction, structure of the
real number system, binomial theorem and multinomial theorem, translation of axes, rotation of axes and sketching of
graphs of conic sections, curve sketching, increasing functions and decreasing functions, partial fractions decomposition,

geometric transformation.

TU155 Elementary Statistics 3 (3-0-6)

To identify the Nature of statistical problems; review of descriptive statistics; probability; random variables
and some probability distributions (binomial, poison and normal) ; elementary sampling and sampling distributions;
estimation and hypotheses testing for one and two populations; one-way analysis of variance; simple linear regression and

correlation; chi-square test.

TU156 Introduction to Computers and Programming 3 (3-0-6)
Basic concepts of computer systems, electronic data processing concepts, system and application software,
algorithms, flowcharts, data representation, program design and development methodology, problem solving using high-

level language programming.

SC142 Mathematics for Science 3 (3-0-6)
To find out matrices, determinants, methods for finding solutions of system of linear equations, derivatives of
algebraic functions and transcendental functions, maximum and minimum of functions, integrals and techniques of

integrations, series and convergence tests for series, first order ordinary differential equations.



Languages
Thai

TH160 Basic Thai 3 (3-0-6)

(For foreign students or allowed by Thai Department)

Basic Thai language — alphabet, vocabulary, phrases, and sentences. It also provides the four basic skills:
listening, speaking, reading and writing.

Remarks

1. Students must be a foreigner or a Thai citizen who cannot use Thai properly.

2. If a student has proficiency in the basic skills, they should enroll in TH 161.

3. Asrequired by the curriculum, students must enroll in two courses in Thai — TH 161 and TH 162, or TH

161 and TH 163. For students who enroll in TH 160, the program designates TH 161 as the second requisite course.

TH161 Thai Usage 3 (3-0-6)
Thai language usage skills: listening, reading, writing and speaking, with emphases on drawing the main idea,

communicating knowledge, thoughts and composing properly.

TH162 Report Writing 3 (3-0-6)

The methodology of report writing, enabling students to search for information to make systematic references
and to practice report writing skills.
TH163 Communicative Writing in the organization 3 (3-0-6)

The methodology of communicative writing in an organization: the practice of writing notes, letters and

meeting reports.

English
EL070 English Course 1 0 (3-0-6)

Prerequisite : Language Institute placement

A non-credit course designed for those students with low English command and unable to enroll directly into
English Foundation Course (The assessment criteria are ‘S’ for Satisfactory or ‘U’ for Unsatisfactory and will not be
counted towards the students’ total credits and GPA).

A preparatory course designed to enable students to cope up with real English use of four basic integrated skills

of listening, speaking, reading and writing.

EL171 English Course 2 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : have earned credits of EL 070 or Language Institute placement
An intermediate English course designed to promote four integrated skills to develop students’ English

proficiency at a higher level.



EL172 English Course 3 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : have earned credits of EL 171 or Language Institute placement
An upper-intermediate English course to enable students to use integrated skills at a more sophisticated

level than the prior course especially in speaking and writing.

Chinese
CH171 Chinese 1 3 (3-0-6)
To study the basic structure of Chinese including the phonetics and grammar and to learn to write 250

Chinese characters and to study vocabulary using these characters.

CH172 Chinese 2 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite: students should pass CH 171, pass the test, or approval from the lecturer.
Further the studies done in CH 171 by studying more complex sentences, and by learning 300 more Chinese

characters.

French
FR171 French 1 3 (3-0-6)

Prerequisite: students are accepted into the course based on: the Placement Test in French, their score in the
French admission test, or approval from the lecturer.

To study the basic grammar of French with an emphasis on improving reading and writing skills, practicing
listening comprehension, improving speaking skill with correct pronunciation, and also studying the culture and general

knowledge of France.

FR172 French 2 3 (3-0-6)

Prerequisite: students are accepted into the course based on: the Placement Test in French; a minimum grade
of D in FR 171 or approval from the lecturer.

To study the grammar of French and the cultural knowledge of France and also to practice all four skills at a

more advanced level.

Japanese
JP171 Japanesel 3 (3-0-6)

1. To understand phonology and the 3 different kinds of Japanese writing system: hiragana, katakana and
kanji.

2. To study greeting expressions used in everyday life and to develop the four basic skills--listening, speaking,
reading, and writing.

3. To be able to understand 600 words and 80 basic kanji letters.

JP172 Japanese 2 3 (3-0-6)

Pre-requisite: passed JP 171



This advanced course aims to further develop the four basic skills--listening, speaking, reading, and writing--
to communicate in Japanese everyday life. To know 700 words and 220 kanji letters. Students are expected to be able to

know approximately 1,300 words and 300 kanji letters.

Russian
RS171 Russian 1 3 (3-0-6)
To understand the four basic skills--listening, speaking, reading, and writing-- at the beginner’s level with an

emphasis on phonetics and the introduction of fundamental grammatical structures.

RS172 Russian 2 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: passed RS 171
This course aims to further develop students’ skills--speaking, listening, reading, and writing-- at a more

advanced level. In this course, students are expected to be able to communicate in Russian in everyday situations.

German
GR171 German 1 3(2-3-49)

This course is designed for students who have no prior knowledge of German. Basic sentence structures of the
language will be emphasized. The students will practice reading and pronunciation and develop the four basic skills--

reading, listening, speaking and writing.

GR172 German 2 3(2-34)
Pre-requisite: Passed GR 171 or Placement Test or approved by German Department
To study grammar, reading, speaking, and writing at a more advanced level and to understand the lifestyles

and attitude of German people and to understand a vocabulary of 1,500-2,000 words.

GR111 Fundamental German 1 3 (3-0-6)

Pre-requisite: Passed GR 172 or pass German level at High School or the Placement Test or approval from
the by German Department.

Fundamental grammar and structure of the German language.Vocabulary in everday life. Simple

conversations in everyday life . Reading short and not complex texts.Sentences and short paragraphs writing.

GR112 Fundamental German 2 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: Fundamental grammar and structure of the German language. Continuation of GR111.
Fundamental grammar and structure of the German language.Continuation of Gr.111. Vocabulary in everday
life.Conversations in more complex situations.Reading more complex short texts.Writing of sentences and paragraphs

with wider range of vocabulary.



Spanish
SP171 Spanish 1 3(2-34)
Pronunciation, basic grammatical structure, and lexical items used in daily life in order to develop the four

communication skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing. An emphasis on the patterns of simple sentences.

SP172 Spanish 2 3(2-34)

Pre-requisite: passed SP 171

Basic grammatical structure from SP 171 in order to develop the four communication skills of listening,
speaking, reading, and writing and to be able to use the Spanish language for daily-life communication. An emphasis on

the patterns of more complex sentences.

Korean 3 (3-0-6)
AS171 Korean 1
Introduction to elementary Korean language to provide usage skills to listening,speaking,reading,writing and

fundamental structures of Korean language

AS172 Korean 2 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: passed AS.171 or KO 171
Studying elementary Korean language in continuation from Korean 1 to acquire basic usage skills of the

language in daily life.

Khmer 3 (3-0-6)
AS173 Khmer 1
Introduction to elementary Khmer language to provide usage skills to listening,speaking,reading,writing and

fundamental structures of Khmer language

AS174 Khmer 2 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: passed AS 173

Studying elementary Khmer language in continuation from Khmer 1 to acquire basic usage skills of the

language in daily life.

AS175 Burmese 1 3 (3-0-6)

Introduction to elementary Burmese language to provide usage skills to listening,speaking,reading,writing

PE240 Volunteerism and Social Development 3 (2-2-5)

social movement and social development agencies and network in Thailand and abroad. Emphasis will be placed on
raising awareness of self development through social volunteerism - exposure and practicum, in the area of Bangkok and

suburb, under guidance of teaching staff of Graduate Volunteer Centre, Thammasat University.

PE242 Preparative for work achievement 2(2-0-4)

Knowledge gaining and understanding in positive thinking, including working skill development useful
for job application, interpersonality, meeting, and report writing; Project presentation skill; Quality and quality
evaluation; Teamwork; Usage of common office appliance; Personal safety and working environment which leads to

happiness and satisfaction in the workplace.

PE245 Student and Self-Development 2(2-0-4)

A holistic approach of self-development for students in theory and practicum (Learning by doing). The course
emphasizes on solo and group performance , process of self healing and self empowerment,Arts of creative meaningful
and happy living.Learn to have self —esteem and to have social and life skills,to know to understand and to love one-self

and others. (Field trips are obligatory)
