For Myanmar, the mining and quarrying are the main for FDI and transportation and storage are the big one as well. South Korea is the largest investor in Myanmar for 48 percent of all FDI. Moving on to Vietnam, Japan and South Korea are the main investors that account for 67 percent of total FDI and manufacturing is the main sector for foreign investment. Coming up to the last one, Thailand has the finance, insurance, real estate, and manufacture for the main sector for FDI which has Japan for the main key investor.

Then, in 1990, there are the shining for democracy because the general election was happened, which was the first election in Myanmar. However, this election was annulled by the military regime and Aung San Suu Kyi and NLD leaders were jailed or went into exile. After this in 1996, Myanmar joined the ASEAN. Skipping to 2005, This year was the year that Mrs. Aung San Su Kyi was released from arrest and then there was many of violent situation between Buddhist Rakhine and Muslim Rohingya have been through until it was peacefully. Then in 2014 -2016, NLD swept to victory in the election and Htin Kyaw elected by parliament to become the 9th president of Myanmar. 

  Moving on to the economic connectivity in Myanmar, after Myanmar opened their country, the annual real GDP growth rate of Myanmar seem to continuously increase in the past decade. And, human development in Myanmar that increase from the past decade.

  For this essay, there are divined into 2 parts. In the first part, I will illustrate the integration border trade of ASEAN. The second part is about the relationship between China and the CLMV countries.

  For the integration in ASEAN, there are 5 areas which are goods, services, investment, labor, and capital. In each area, there also have problems that still are obstacles to development. In the goods area, although tariffs are eliminated for ASEAN5 and CLMV, non- tariff still exists such as quota and there is not much progress for terminating NTBs. Coming up next to the services area, the problem in this area is there is not much progress in services integration. Next, the investment part faces the domestic law that the investor needs to follow and most of the investor is from abroad. Moving on to labor problem, the eligibility to work in a host country will be subjected to prevailing domestic laws and regulation of the host country that mean some of the careers need to acquire the host country's license that the license needs to do the exam which is host country's language. That causes less-skilled foreign labor while foreign non - skilled labor full in any part of the industry. For the last area which is capital, the problem is ASEAN does not currently fulfill the optimum currency area condition.  

  Moving on to another part which is China and CLMV, China is the country that has the highest of the population in the world and China also is one of the greatest powerful countries in the world. Therefore, this country has a big role in many parts of the economy in each country in the world especially in South East Asia and CLMV. Since 1978, the Chinese economy was successful and China decided to change the demographics in the labor market including restoration in education, one-child policy, and an increase in employment in the private sector. Nowadays, China becomes a cashless society even if toilet cost and beggar also have a payment barcode. For the relationship between CLMV, the obvious project that clearly relates to China is One Belt One Road that the route of this road passes through Kunming to Laos to Bangkok to the port of Laem Chabang. With the route, Thailand will gain a lot of benefits for being the hub of SEA that every railway goes through Bangkok and also with the Laem Chabang port at Chachoengsao, Rayong, and Chonburi. Moreover, in terms of investment, China also is the key investor of CLMV that most of the percentage of FDI in CLMV is China. In Laos, China invests a lot in infrastructure and electricity projects such as hydropower. In Cambodia, the real estate in Phnom Penh is so attractive for Chinese investors. In Myanmar, mostly Chinese investment in this country is the fuel sector which has the cheap factor of production. In Vietnam, this country is different from the other country that Vietnam is anti – China due to politic conflict but China still tries to increase in value in this country.

  In conclusion, China has played an important role in ASEAN especially in CLMV. With the unlimited fund, China can invest in any sector in those developing countries.   Nowadays, CLMV countries become more urbanization than before. In Cambodia, in 2016, the poverty rate fell from 50 percent to below 20 percent. FDI of Cambodia increase due to the key investors which are China, Japan, South Korea. Many sectors in this country have improved and had a solid performance in the garment industry, tourism, agriculture, and construction that these sectors become the key economic sector. Moving to the country that borders on the north of Cambodia which is Laos, Laos opened up the economy in the 1990s. According to the abundance of resources, the key sector of Myanmar is fuel, forest, mining, and fertile land. Next, Vietnam has the highest economic growth among CLMV and considered to be one of Asia's most dynamic economies. The key economic sectors in Vietnam are agriculture, manufacturing, trade, tourism, and service.  

  However, although these countries become urbanization, there still are challenges for each country. In Cambodia, the main challenge is Cambodia's economy which remains vulnerable to external shocks such as disaster or pollical situation. For challenges in Laos, although Laos are fulling with natural resource, Laos lacks human resource. Due to the lowest population comparing with other CLMV countries, it makes Laos does little infrastructure investment in small and medium towns which affect to well – being of Laotian in the rural area. Moving to Myanmar, the challenge of this country is the infrastructure needed for economic that still obsolete. For Vietnam, the challenge is about widening socio-economicic gap and inclusive development.
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
