Soratat: The adventures of Huckleberry Finn, a fiction written by Mark Twain first issued in England in 1884 and in US in 1885. The content of this novel is a story about Huckleberry Finn, a poor boy with his friend Tom Sawyer a middle class boy with very good imagination found a robber’s gold. The result of this adventure, Huck earned some money which the bank kept it for him in trust. Huck was embraced by the Widow Douglas a kind of woman and her sister, the arrogant Miss Watson.
Huck’s childhood is an outstanding factor in his moral and ethical education over the story of the novel, from the story we see that a child is receptive and he lacked the help from the proper family and community. From where I stand, the silliness and enjoyment of childhood gave Huckleberry Finn a sense of playfulness. Action: Takuya talks about the story in the novel at the library of Saint Gabriel College

Dialogue: 
Takuya: As the Adventures of Huckleberry Finn opens, Huck just sticks on Tom Sawyer’s plan. Tom tells Huck to take part in his new robber gang. Everything is well until Huck’s father named Pap comes back in town He comes back because he wants money from Huck. The local judge named Thatcher and the widow try to legal custody Huck but another judge believes that Huck’s father has right to get Huck. He even takes Pap to his house in an attempt to amend him, but his effort fails. Pap returns to his way. He hangs around the town disturbing his son. 
Finally, when the widow Douglas tells him to stay away from Huck, Pap kidnaps Huck and locks him in wood cabin near the river from St. Petersburg.

Huck and Jim start downriver on the wood raft, they want to proceed up that river and meet a steamboat to the Free states. Several days of travel, they pass St. Louis and they nearly fight with the robber gang on a wrecked ship. They can escape with the robbers’ loot. During the next night, a steamboat crash into their raft Huck and Jim separated to different ways. Huck ends up in the home of the Grangerfords, a family of Southern aristocrats. The Shepherdson’s having trouble with a neighboring clan. The Grangerford daughter with and a Shepherdson son led to a gun battle in which many people were killed. While Huck is caught up in the battle, Jim shows up with his repaired raft. Huck quickly escapes to Jim’s hiding place.

Takuya: A few days later, Huck and Jim rescue a group of men who are being chased by bandits. The men claim that a displaced English Duke and the long-lost heir to French throne but Huck and Jim continue down the river. Coming into one town, they hear the story of man name Peter Wilks who has recently died and left much of his heritage to his two brothers that should be arriving from England any day. The duke and the dauphin enter the town pretending to be Wilks’s brothers. Wilks’s three nieces welcome them but Huck who respect the Wilks sisters decides to steals the dead Peter Wilks but it forced to hide in Wilks’s coffin the dauphin is about to unfold when Wilks’ real brothers arrive in town. The angry town’s people try to arrest them but suddenly the duke and the dauphin just barely escaped. The duke and the dauphin get back to the raft just when Huck and Jim pushing it off. After a few more scams the duke and the dauphin commit their crime that they sell Jim to a local farmer, telling him. Jim is runaway slave whom have a large reward Huck find out where Jim being capture. Finally Huck can free him at the house where Jim is capture; a woman meets Huck and calls him “Tom”. As Huck quickly discovers the people holding Jim are Tom Sawyer’s aunt and uncle, Silas and Sally Phelps. They mistake Huck for Tom who is due for a visit and Huck goes along with their thought. Suddenly Tom pretends to be his younger brother name Sid.

Suddenly Tom’s Aunt Polly shows up, She identifying “Tom” and “Sid” as Huck and Tom. Aunt Sally then offers to adopt Huck, but Huck decline her offers and reveal his plan to set out for the West.

Action: Sorus talks about the biography of Mark Twain at the museum of 
Saint Gabriel’s College

Sorus: Samuel Langhorne Clemens was born on November 30 1835, in Florida, Missouri. He was a novel writer under the pen name Mark Twain. In his early life, he was raised in Hannibal, Missouri. At the age of 11, after completed fifth grade, He left school. Unfortunately, his father died of pneumonia shortly after he left the school. Tom worked as a printer’s apprentice for a local newspaper. His job was to arrange newspaper’s stories, which allow Sam to read all of the stories while he completing his work. 	
At 18, Sam moved New York city, Philadelphia. St. Louis, and Cincinnati to work on many different newspapers.  Moreover, he joined International Typographical Union, and educated himself in public libraries in the evenings, which give wider and better information than a conventional school. By 1857, His dream was fulfilled. He headed back to Mississippi on a new career as a riverboat pilot on the Mississippi River which is his childhood dream. . However, his service was cut shortly in 1861 by the outbreak of the Civil War.
Sam headed west to search for a new career. He got a job at Nevada Territory from the invitation of his brother. However, he failed as a silver prospector. After that, Sam began to write the stories name Territorial Enterprise on newspaper under his pen name Mark Twain for the first time. He headed to San Francisco where he continued to write for local newspaper. He then published a short story “Jim Smiley and His Jumping Frog” in papers across the country.  Therefore, his writing was very popular. He continue to traveled and wrote his stories  and at the same time he met Charles Langdon which Sam fall in love with Charles’ sister, Olivia, and they got married after two years.
For the next 17 years, Sam, Lily and three daughters lived in the Hartford home. During those years completed several famous books such as The Adventures of Tom Sawyer, Life of the Mississippi, The Prince and the Pauper Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur’s Court, and also the most famous work, Adventures of Huckleberry which is the first book that published in his own publishing company. Most of his writings related to his life stories and based on real situation at that time.
After being success in the writing world, he enjoyed his money and made a lot of bad investments, which cause him bankruptcy afterward. After his published company failed he had to work as a world tour lecture to earn money. During that time Sam wrote another book, Following the Equator. He then came back to United States, and served as the vice president of the Anti-Imperialist League. After that  his writings turned dark, most of them focus human greedy, cruelty and questioned the humanity of the  human race, so his books were not popular as of before. Also, Sam died at the age of 74 in April 21, 1910

Throughout the history, a lot of the books were banned from reading by the government if the government thinks that the book could create or conduce to problems in the country. As you know that this book is all about the slavery and the relations between black and white people which this leads to the Civil war, the government realized that if people who read this book will obviously have questions or some opinions on this. Also, the language in the book is not that appropriate. The book is a satire of Southern antebellum society. Twain uses the n-word to express his feelings. But if the government would remove the n-word, it is going to be a lot of work since people will question the government that why would they change the way or the expression of Twain through words. Last of all, people would still keep all of the painful memories to remind their offspring in the next generations. This book is a great way to pass the feelings through. Racism is the main point of the book as blacks were the slaves.
