The class will also explore contemporary Thai art and its implication to Thai society. 
For this course, class materials both texts and films, are widely excerpted from classical texts of contemporary thinkers and film makers such as John Berger, Michel Foucault, Stuart Hall, Wong Kar Wai and Ang Lee.
