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In this journal, the answer that was proposed is an incubator framework for a new startup in Thailand. Which the authors were using many methodological approaches including literature review, case study, in-depth interview, and observation.

The results showing 1.) the critical success factors of startup such as team capacity, mentors, etc. and 2.) clear incubation conceptual framework for startup which started from pre-incubation, incubation, and acceleration. Which both are including clear details on how each factor are important and how each phase work.

The strength of this research paper in my opinion are the clear explanation in each part and the reliability of each interviewee by their specialist which required very specific connection to contacts them. By the way, the data are mostly are collected from literature review and interviews with very small number which can lead to the law of small number biased.
