Writing Checklist - GRAMMAR

1)  Make sure verb agrees with the subject (ผัน verb แท้อย่างถูกต้อง)


WRONG

Thaksin like England.


CORRECT

Thaksin likes England.

2)  Use a helping verb (esp. 'do') in negative & question forms (except with Verb 'to be').


WRONG

He like spicy food?


CORRECT

Does he like spicy food?

3)  Use the verb 'to be' before an adjective describing a subject.


WRONG 

I tired.


CORRECT 
I am tired.

4)  “Because” NEVER begins a new sentence after the result. Put “because” in the middle of a result/reason sentence.


WRONG

I like pizza. Because it is delicious.


CORRECT

I like pizza because it is delicious.


CORRECT

Because it is delicious, I like pizza.

5) V1 for fact/opinion, regularly occurring (เป็นประจำ) or commands (คำสั่ง) only. 


WRONG

I come to Bangkok three years ago.


CORRECT

I came to Bangkok three years ago.


6) Use plural for countable nouns in general statements/facts/opinions. 


(Countable noun + เรื่องทั่่วๆไป = plural)


WRONG

I like scary movie.


CORRECT

I like scary movies.

7) Use “the” before nouns when you know your listener knows WHICH ONE.


WRONG

Please answer an email I sent you yesterday.


CORRECT

Please answer the email I sent you yesterday.

8) No “to” between modal verbs (would, should, might etc.) and another verb.


WRONG

I might to apply to study abroad.


CORRECT

I might apply to study abroad.

9) Never  put Verb 'to be' next to V1.


WRONG

She is talk to her mother. (Incorrect attempt at present continuous)


CORRECT

She is talking to her homework. 


WRONG

The phone is connect to the wall. (Incorrect attempt at passive voice)


CORRECT

The phone is connected to the wall.
