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The presentation was good. The ten-page paper of “Guns, Crime, and Academics: Some Reflections on the Gun Control Debate” by Jeffrey S. Parker comments on Thomas Marvell’s “The Impact of Banning Juvenile Gun Possession” and criticized that any research paper should contain correct analysis. However, additional information, or the original paper, is the base for a better understanding of this paper.
The paper has shown the disadvantages of having gun ban which I have never thought of even the laws originated with good intention. Besides the Parker’s interpretation on the regression model of Juvenile Gun bans actually increases homicide rate, which was not clearly defined in Marvell’s paper, a conventional gun control law reduces welfare by interfering with individuals’ voluntary decisions on the costs and benefits of armed defense, and formed adverse selection. Moreover, it embodies the out-of-pocket costs of police, prosecutors, courts, and prisons, plus the punishment costs imposed on violators or accused violators. 
All in all, Parker had his construal of Juvenile gun bans opposed to Marvell’s, and he suggested later research paper to have a comprehensive outlook or else it will be useless.
