1)     Shoot, a lot – for selection 
2)     Don’t hesitate & follow your gut 
3)     Smiles when shooting on the street. --
4)     Don’t shoot from the hip.
 It’s hard to control over the frame & composition on the street
5)     Don’t crop
–try to find a right angle instead cause cropping can sometimes make the picture disproportion.
6)     Emotionally detach yourself from your photographs
Garry like to mentioned that he like to wait one or two years to edit his photo because 
he would select the great shot not the one that he has taken when he feels good.
7)     Look at great photographs  and learn from them
8)     Focus on form and content
Form and content are two keys which make a memorable street photograph. Consider “form” as the composition, framing, and technical aspect of a photograph. Consider “content” as what is actually happening 
9) Become inspired by things outside of the photograph.  Eric Kim suggest that Consuming art, book, music and painting will help you find the new angle for your photograph.
10)  Love life, As a photographers you should strive to the take the photo of people, society, and how you see the world. But let’s not forget, photography comes second living life come first.
