Scene 1: In front of the Dome building.

//Introduction including shots from the documentary with music for about 30 seconds, focusing on the hosts.
//The hosts enter the screen in specific order from the left. 
ICE
- First recorded history of Thai people begun 20,000 years ago. First they live their life as hunters, traveling from land to land, scavenging and hunting food as they search for the next one. Eventually, they settle down. Hunters became farmers and tribes combine to create a civilization.
BEST
- When human first settled down, they built huts further in the land to shelter themselves and plow lands next to the river to grow foods. But as the civilization prosper and more people are trying to live together, they found out that their spaces are running out.
PEAKPOON
- What they did was really simple. They plan their city. They decide which thing should be where to make sure they got the best use from their land. Thus, Thai urban planning is born.
//The hosts introduce themselves.
BEST
- And we are here to tell you about Thai urban planning.

Scene 2:At the “Giant Swing”
//Transitions between the shots of hosts around the giant swing, end with a pan into the hosts with medium shot.
Best
- Well, before we get to know about more Thai urban planning, let’s me tell you what is urban planning is.
Urban planning is profession which aims to maximize the use of land by planning communication routes and buildings for the best welfare of people. 
It is there to ensure there’s no chaos in town planning. 
PEAKPOON
-Without the planning, factories can be built in the middle of a village, traffics will be way much more congested, buildings will not be regulated and slums will spread all over the place. With a proper planning, a city will have a solid framework that allows it to evolve and develop in the way people desire. 
BEST
- And since now we know what urban planning is, why don’t we know more about people who does the planning?
//Fade away and Explain about urban planner 
ICE
-The people who plan the city are called urban planner. They are professionals who work with the city to decide which kind of building need to be put where or how they can improve a certain area within the city to increase welfare and maximize its potential, considering wide arrays of issues such as sustainability, pollution, etc. 
PEAKPOON
Urban planner’s professional code of conducts are: 
1) To increase welfare in populated area.
2) To promote business and real estate growth.
3) To introduce various kinds of transportation.
4) To provide clean water for drinking and cooking and properly manage sewer system.
5) To promote social recreational area such as parks or sport centers.
6) To plan the city according to the community’s desire.
7) To create a sustainable community.
8) To conserve the energy and environment.

Scene 3: The Royal Plaza
//Transition from “Great Swing” to Royal Plaza. End with panning back to the hosts standing in front of the royal plaza.
BEST
- Here we are in the Royal Plaza, in front of the King Rama V’s statue and the Dusit Palace. We can see from the vivid decoration and structure of the palace that this is a very important place. Thailand used to be ruled by absolute monarchy, and kings were revered as demigods.
ICE
- Efforts were made to make sure that the king will be in the safest place in the city when it is under any crisis, such as, in time of war or riot. This is work of urban planning, and now I’m going to explain how urban planning evolves in Thailand.  
//Fade into pictures of Sukhothaikingdom, either hand drawn or taken from google (with credits) along with portraits of several kings.
PEAKPOON
-Thai history begun with the Sukhothai kingdom. Sukhothai Kingdom, an old frontier of Lavo Kingdom, grew up and enlarged into an influent and powerful one in the control of Pho Khun Pha Mueang and Pho Khun Bang Klang Hao , known as Pho Khun Sri Indraditya, which was claimed to be the first civilization of  Thai people.
BEST
- Urban planning was designed reasonably to maintain the stability and prevent the enemy from every direction to reach their capital city, where located at the center of the kingdom. Sukhothai ruled by 4 level of domination the capital city, inner cities, outer cities and colonies each of which was surrounded by another respectively. Capital was the center of authority, market, belief and culture, and received order directly from the king. On the other hand, other levels get the command indirectly through their own chief.
//Fade to map of Ayutthaya, taken from google (with credits) or hand-drawn, along with several portraits of important kings and historical sites in the kingdom.
ICE
-The early Ayutthaya kingdom was designed in a form of 4 levels as the same as Sukhothai Kingdom but it was surrounded entirely by the 3 big rivers: Pa Suk River, Chao Phraya River, and Lopburi River to make it harder for the enemy to attack them. The kings of Ayutthaya rule in the same way the kings of Sukhothai did: using their power through the nobles along with Jatusadom or we call “The Four Pillars of States” which regulated civil forces, deliver justice along with taking care of the royalties, manage the country’s coins and trades, and tax the farmers.
PEAKPOON
-During the reign of King Phra Dhamma Racha, he divided the city defense forces into three palaces: the royal palace which is in charge of the northern region, front palace which is in charge of the eastern region, and the back palace which is in charge of the western region.
//Fade into pictures of the Thonburi Kingdom map, along with King Taksin’s portrait
After the Second Fall of Ayuddhaya, Ayuddhaya were left in really bad shape and were considered unable to be restored to its former glory, and therefore, could not serve its purpose to be the capitol of Thailand anymore, so King Taksin the Great decided to move the capital to Thonburi city, thus founding the Thonburi Kingdom.
BEST
-The Thonburi Kingdom prospered because of Chao Phraya River flowing through the heart of the city, with temples and palaces built along the river. This though led to space inefficiency because the city reached the point where nothing can be built along the riverside anymore, along with several political disputes, eventually contributed to King Rama I’s decision to move the capitol to Bangkok, founding the Rattanakosin Kingdom.
//Fade back to the hosts in front of Dusit Palace.
PEACKPOON
- The King is the heart of the country. He used to make all the shots for the country. He shaped the town for the purpose of keeping it in order, with the palaces and temples as the focus, but after the revolution during the reign of King Rama VII, the purpose of Thai urban planning changed. Let us show you an example of a “new city plan”. 
//Host walks back toward the street with the camera following them with medium shot until they got on the bus to Siam Square while edited with fast forward on.

Scene 4: At Siam Square
//Shots of hosts exploring Siam Square for around 1-2 minutes
//End transitions with hosts standing in the square in front of Siam Square One building.
PEAKPOON
- Welcome back everyone! Now we are at the Siam Square. It is one of the best examples of showing the Grid System, which is one of the most basic plan of urban planning. Thailand incorporated this plan during the reign of King Rama V to civilize the nation in order to avoid being colonized by the western nations.
BEST
-That was horrible!
PEAKPOON
- It was indeed. Anyway, let’s continue show urban planning evolved in Thailand.
//Pan and zoom away from the hosts, fade into images of RattanakosinIsland.
ICE
- After the transition from absolute monarchy to democracy, several efforts were made in order to reform Thai urban planning to accommodate the growth of the city. One of them was to hire Litchfield Whiting Bowne & Associates from USA to help with the planning in Bangkok, Nonthaburi, and SamutPhrakan in the year 2500 B.E. 
BEST
-This resulted in Greater Bangkok Plan or the Litchfield plan. Several policies are also made to support the Litchfield plan too such as the Urban and Rural Policy of year 2495, and the Urban Policy of year 2503.
With several years past, planners listed problems about urban planning in Bangkok. Some of them are that:
1) Implementation of urban planning, mostly, have been focusing on solving the problem for private for 50 years such as traffic jam but did not plan for government utilities.
2) Lack of legal control, for instance, priority of city development, population control, lack of linking control land allocation and utility of using land project.
3) Suburban was not properly planned causing the problem that proprietors build industries as they please.
4) Deforestation for constructing building.
//Several cuts reflecting the result of urban planning problems, such as, traffic jams, slums, and congested buildings with dramatic music.

Scene 5: Thammasat University
//Fade back to the hosts standing in PridiPanomyong Square from long shot, then switch to medium shot when they are talking.
PEAKPOON
-There are still several problems especially in Bangkok such as traffic jam and pollution which city planners are now working really hard to solve for decades.
ICE
-And according to the Royal Planning Policy of year 2518, people now have a voice on suggestions about city plan and policies, and are allowed to demand for change or cancellation in principle city plan.
