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1. Explain the relationship between earnings and a stock’s market value.
	Earning of company is perceived as the return for the investor. So basically, the earning per share show how much investor got per the share invested. Therefore, increase in earning of company could increase the stock price. However, in stock purchasing also deal with expectation. Even though the earning is high, the expect earning was higher. Then, the stock market value could drop as the investor see that it under perform.


2.  Which type of stock could help you obtain your investment and financial goals?  Justify your choice?
 	My mid-run financial goal is to have enough saving for set up my own business within age 30, my goal requires the saving for 500,000 baht in term of asset and another 500,000 for liquidity. I will earn it from my current saving of 100,000 baht, my first career in research field and my family real estate business that would transfer to me after I graduate. So that has high chance to getting it in less than 8 years after my graduate.

She paid her broker a $28 commission when she purchased the stock and a $42 commission when she sold it. During the 12 months that she owned the stock, she received $160 in dividends. Calculate Ms. Jackson’s total return on this investment.

= capital gain + dividend earn – commission fee
