Course Description:	Beginning with an overview of Thailand economic growth since the eighteenth century, the course goes on to look at key factors as: the process of Thailand globalization process, the role of the government since the late 1950s, the neglect and underdevelopment of the agricultural sector, the uneven pattern of development and regional disparities in income, and the continuing gap between Bangkok and the rest of the Kingdom. The class also discusses the failure by successive Thai governments to invest in the necessary infrastructure and training that enabled the old Asian Newly Industrializing Economies to move to higher technology production as they lost their comparative advantage in labor intensive manufacturing.
Prerequisites:		EE311 and EE 312
Method of Instruction:	This class is based on the analysis of issues related to Thailand economy. Materials used in class just for the case for discussion. Students must search for outside class materials. Remember that the concept is more important than the data that students can collect by themselves through internet.
