· Column 1 of Tables 10-11 and Figure 3 using data from the PODES surveys. 
· Column 2 of Tables 10-11 using data from the PODES and SUSENAS surveys. 
There are three data files, as follows. Each dataset contains variable labels describing each variable: 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]javadata.dta. Each observation is a household respondent from the Java survey. Note that the village codes have been scrambled below the kabuapten level consistent with human subjects requirements. 
· susdata.dta. Each observation is a household respondent from the SUSENAS survey. The wave variable indicates which SUSENAS wave the observation comes from. 
· podesdata.dta. Each observation is a subdistrict, where the variables are averages across all villages in the subdistrict. The wave variable indicates which PODES wave the observation comes from. 
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
