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The association of Southeast Asian nations (ASEAN) is an intergovernmental organization aimed primarily at promoting economic growth and regional stability among its members. That is Indonesia, Malaysia, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, Brunei, Laos, Myanmar, Cambodia and Vietnam. Established in 1967, where Thailand, Malaysia, Singapore, Indonesia, Philippines are the primary founders. Since 1992, ASEAN free trade area have started, it’s attracted foreign direct investment from abroad and within ASEAN itself which contributed to the ASEAN’s integration. In 2003, ASEAN allowed extra-ASEAN free trade area, which are China, Korea, Japan, India, Australia, New Zealand to improve ASEAN economic community (AEC). ASEAN plays a significant row in world economy, ASEAN economy was 7th largest in the world and 3rd largest population by 2014 surveys. ASEAN had traded 2,236 billion US dollar that is 6.9 percent of World trade in 2016. The main economic sectors of ASEAN are services, manufacturing, agriculture, respectively. ​​
ASEAN’s biggest problem is human capital. The human capital index, which measures countries on how they developing and deploying their human capital overtime. Many countries in ASEAN have very low score in the human capital index such as Myanmar 112th out of 120 countries, at 53%. ASEAN are lacking of high-skilled employee, most employee are medium-skilled and low-skilled which receive very low wages. It’s attracted a lot of foreign investment because of low cost of production. On the other hands, the problems that would prevent ASEAN from reaching the prosperity of ASEAN community, the problems that come first will be a labor problem such as education, labor quality, migration of low-quality employees that effect on economics and social problems and rights problems. From International Labor Organization (ILO), found that 21.3 million ASEAN people living outside of their origin country and about 6.8 million live in ASEAN region, this was official data which likely that the number of ASEAN workers moving in the region, both legally and illegally, can be double of this. Almost 90 percent of migrant workers within this region is a low-skilled worker or unskilled and chose to leave their country —escaping the poverty.
These workers, whether legal or not, considered an important factor in economic growth and a lot of impact on business which much be a regional agenda because if these workers aren’t uncared for and not developing properly, in our current economy, will have a negative effect on ASEAN as a whole.
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	Cambodia is a country in Southeast Asia, which the neighborhood of Thailand, Cambodia has a democratic governance system with a monarchy. Hun Sen are prime minister for 3 decades. The population of Cambodia is 16.28 million, 8th of ASEAN, 90% of theirs are Buddhism.

In 2020, will be the 70th Anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations between Cambodia and Thailand. Cambodia and Thailand make their relationship stronger by official visits in all levels such as Royal visits, Top leader visits and people to people. Theirs cooperate in every segment such as economic, social, culture and education by joint commission. Thai tourists visit Cambodia by 382,317 people, bilateral trade for 8,388 million USD in 2018 and Thailand investment in Cambodia for 30.9 million USD.
	In the other hand, large populations from Cambodia, started migration to Thailand to escape poverty and political conflict that make a trouble of Thailand-Cambodia relation. Thai-Cambodian conflict, in the case of the border dispute over Pheah Vihear Temple, there have been many clashes between the two armies. With the claim of each party over the territorial dispute.
	European Union, the biggest export of Cambodia, contributed to roughly 5,000 million Euros around 45 percent of Cambodia export, have revoked the trade privileges of Cambodia. European Union activated sanction measure to pressure the government—the prime minister Hun Sen specifically. EU as a democracy-based economy where authority take in account all of its people and conduct humane treatment to those wrongdoers. In addition, by condemning Cambodian economically, it can provoke or urge Cambodian to stand up against its authoritarian leaders. 
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
