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In western society we have United States as the most powerful country, while in Asia we have China in that role.  If you talk about China, then you have to talk about Qin Shi Huang.  China became as big as it is today all by Qin Shi Huang’s effort.  He is the first emperor of China who unified china into one.

Back into the history of China there were 7 warring states who all wanted power.  Yingzheng or better known as Qin Shi Huang, took the throne of Qin state.
  Yingzheng decided to end the 200 years warring period by destroying the other 6 states and unifying China for the first time.
  He took 10 years of war to succeed.  It was all for the sake of his people to live without fear of war and for all Chinese people to become one again.  Therefore, the Qin dynasty began and Qin Shi Huang became the first emperor of China. 

 The first emperor of China not only unified China, but also established an autocratic state with the centralized power over the society.
  The centralized power allowed Qin to have absolute control over his people and the former nobility lost power.  China was divided into 36 states under the control of military and admin officials.
  People had to be in control under the emperor’s jurisdiction.  This prevented an insurgency within the society; so there will be no more civil war.  People could live peacefully under the control of the first emperor of China.  Qin created the law based on the ancient Qin law with the absorption of 6 other states regulations and laws.
  These create the unified laws for the society.  Qin knew that people couldn’t live together happily with the different regulations and laws.  Therefore unifying law is the best way for people to adapt and start staying together peacefully.   

Unifying China from all 7 states means there were 7 different cultures in the society.  It was hard for people within the society with different cultures to communicate and understand each other.  Qin decided to simplify the written Chinese script allowing for greater communication and implementation of policies.
  A single language allowed people to share information and this lead to the transmission of culture.  However, in order to have absolute control over people’s ideas, Qin decided to burn all the books and more than 400 opponents were executed.
  This action made lots of people scared of punishment and fear, so they all followed the rules even though there were some people who disagreed with what the emperor did.  During that time most of the people from different states wanted to protect their culture and language for the next generation.  The emperor used too much force and punishment over his people, which was bad because this action made all the Chinese people start to reject the emperor.  On the other hand, the emperor had to use force because he knew that without it no one was going to listen and there would be no change.  He had to control lots of people, so we understand that during his time force is the best choice for him to use.  Further more, this written script was passed from generation to generation and till now Chinese people still use Qin’s written script as their alphabet.  Without Qin maybe there would be no Chinese alphabet as there is today. 

Combining China into one was not just about uniting the people but also the economy.  Qin created the new currency of China, so it would be easier for people to use.
  Thinking about having 7 different types of currencies in your hand, and how hard and confused you would be each time you spend your money.  Without Qin’s idea, China’s economy can fail, as it is very difficult for all investors to invest.  Moreover Qin had set the weights and measurement standard, which lead China to more efficient economy with a great tax system.
  During the time of Qin’s rule the economy of China was very successful.  Lots of investors were happy with what they got back whereas Qin’s people were suffering because of overwork.  Qin had created many projects for the sake of his people in the future but this lead to the hate of Chinese people at him.  People were being forced to do lots of work without rest to finish on time, and many people died.  It is good that Qin had lots of idea to develop China but the way that he wanted all projects to be done without care of his own people was wrong.  Being the emperor of China didn’t mean that you have all power over people.  To be a great emperor means you have to care of your people and everything that you do has to be for the sake of your people, not just you.  If Qin did care about his people; they were loyal to him, as he had done lots of great things for China and his people.  

Even though Qin had died for more than a centuries, his contribution hold in all Chinese people and the world.  For more than a decade Qin ruled, and he became one of the most important rulers in Chinese history.  By all of his work he had a tremendous influence on Chinese civilization.  Not just unifying China but all of his contributions that he made.  For example, the Great Wall which is now one of the 7 wonders of the world
.  Even though Qin had brought some suffering to his people, his work eventually led Chinese people to live peacefully and to have a steady life to some extent.  The first emperor of China was a great creator although he had to be a little bit of a tyrant to accomplish his goals.  The unification performed by Qin Shi Huang had ended the long-term separation and the division of China.  Without him maybe there wouldn’t be China as there is today.   
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
