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Thailand is one of the successful in developing an economy. Since smart economic policies, Thailand became upper-middle income economy in a less generation with sustain growth and poverty reduction. In 2015, Thailand’s economy is expected to expand. Hence government spending is playing a major role in enhancing economic expansion through economic improvement plan and other economic measurements, such as expediting and improving efficiency in disbursement. To manage expenditure in 2015, government will give a priority to restoring confidence and accelerating the establishment of foundation for a country. Underlining will be made on favoring urgent assistant for people, including stimulating economy and investment and mobilizing infrastructures in order to enter into ASEAN Economic community. 
	
Overall government expenditure in Thailand

In appendix (Figture1), there is data of Thailand’s government expenditure in each quarter since year 2011 to 2014, which the trend is increasing through each year. An overall of Thailand public spending in year 2015, according to appendix (Figture2 and Figture3), is 2,575,000 million baht or 19.6 percent of Gross Domestic Product (GDP). The budget is allocated by the strategy that developed under the 11th National Economic and Social Development plan, which consist of 9 strategies as followings:
1. Restoring confidence and mobilizing an establishment of good foundation for a country (7.1 percent of government expenditure) in order to operate a country within ASEAN Community by strengthening competitiveness potential, restructure farmers’ debt, and liven up the livelihood of people of low income’s people by supporting agricultural products, providing low interest rate loan, and creating occupation. Application of research and development projects will be advance to implement the solving of country’s immediate problems. Moreover, compromising among various groups of people in a country will be encouraged to solve the problems occurred in southern of Thailand. In other words, creating a reconciliation to reduce conflict among people within a country and create a unity. 
2. National security (8.6 percent of government expenditure): The government has allocated their expenditure for protecting national security as preserving monarchy offenses by promoting royal projects and creating awareness of his majesty’s kindness. Moreover, empowering the national defense system to protect independence, sovereignty, security, and national interests. Lastly, underlining to strengthen of international cooperation network and security of world community, which will involve effective enforcement of pertinent laws and reinforcing efficiency of domestic and international intelligence gathering.
3. Developing of economic growth with stability and sustainability (6.5 percent of government expenditure) for long-term fiscal stability through a winded tax base as improvement efficiency in tax collection. As results, there will be efficient in budget allocation and flexibility in debt management. Improving product efficiency is also taken into consideration. There is reinforcement the agricultural production base by highlighting on reduction of production cost and factor of production supply for a higher quality and quantity of the products. Furthermore, there are developing and increasing income from tourism and services due to a promoting dedicated marketing and adopting new marketing strategies, expanding market base for quality tourists, creating a balance in tourism both in terms of area and time and promoting tourism pertinent to the tourists' interests. Operators and personnel in the tourism and service sectors will be encouraged to improve their potentials. Trade and marketing capability will be upgraded, prices of merchandises will be regulated at an appropriate and fair level with the promotion of products at economy prices and negotiations will be organized to expand markets and new investment opportunities.
4. Education, health, virtue, ethics and quality of life (37 percent of government expenditure): The government aims to expand an opportunity and improve standard of education by providing basic education from pre-primary school to secondary school. Public healthcare is developed for people, which empowering people to access to a higher quality medical and healthcare services. Health insurance systems are also improved to be on an equal standard. Government targeting is to increase standard of living among all ages. On the labor side, there is an improvement on the management and protection of workforce by promoting employment and increasing labor skills. The problem of human trafficking will be prevented and gone over for a focusing results as well as the rehabilitating drug addicts. Religions, arts, and cultures are promoted to people to seize the morality, virtue, and ethics. Sport will be promoted and encouraged among the public in order to gain good health in both physically and mentally. Potentials of athletes will be enhanced up to standards allowing them to excel and participate in professional sports at the international level.
5. Management of natural resources and environment (5.2 percent of government spending) is taken into an allocation object to create a utilization balance in term of economic, social, and environmental, to maintain the standard of environment, to restore and prevent the damage from natural disasters, and to cope with world’s climate changes.
6. Development of science, technology and innovation (1 percent of government expenditure): The government has a purpose to strengthen Thailand to be a knowledge-based society with potentials and capability for science, technology, and innovation by supporting research and development. Capacity in technology and innovation will be elevated along with the provision of synchrotron light service, applied satellite, and geo-informatics data for management of natural resources, environment, land, and agriculture.
7. Management of foreign policy and international economic affairs (0.4 percent of government expenditure): The government aims to promote relationship and expand collaboration among countries, promote constructive role of Thailand, and provide collaboration in the improvement of international economy beside the insistence on foreign services and rights protection of workforce abroad.
8. Management with efficiency and good governance (13.7 percent of government expenditure): Due to the standardize and development of personnel in public sector to meet with people’s demand with efficiency and effectiveness along with being cost effectiveness and transparency in providing public services, government has to allocate the budget for improvement of management abilities of public sector. There will be a development at the local level to be standardized and improve the capabilities in providing public services.
9. Expenditures on general administration (20.5 percent of government expenditure): The government has allocated the budget for contingencies, emergencies or necessities, efficient management of personnel in the public sector and public debt management.

Public health expenditure
	
Health is a one element that impacts an economic growth by positive way since it has positive effect on economic productivity. Factors, including improved nutrition, better sanitation, medical innovation, and public health infrastructure, lead to a longer human lifespan. Health is also a direct source of welfare and income. 
Ministry of public health and other government agencies performs a public health service in Thailand. These services compose of planning and administration of hospital and health center operations as well as the provision of health care information, research and development on public health. 
According to appendix (figture4), the trend of public health expenditure as a percentage of government expenditure keeps steady growing along the decade. The share of public health expenditure account with percentage of Gross Domestic Product, in appendix (figture5), also has a steady increasing trend. These can imply that health care services in a country become more important since year past. In developing countries such as Thailand, there is a reasonable estimate of infant and adult mortality, which are taken into account to measure population health. As results shown in appendix (figture6 and figture7), the mortality rate in adults and infant continues to decrease since year 2003. Hence, the more public health expenditure along with the years leads to the less mortality rate.  
In 2015, there is a government policy on enhancing capabilities of the country’s R&D in sciences, medicines, and public health. Ministry of Public Health and the National Health Security Office (NHSO) is assigned to organize the medical innovation of Thailand fair in order to match medical and public health innovators and innovation users together. Moreover, there is an allowing general public to get into a basic health care and also to develop Thailand to be an ASEAN’s medical and health care hub in the future. However, there is a problem that even there are progressive number of product created by Thai inventors and innovators, Thailand still lacks of collaboration among the players as well as a systematic support from government. Hence, the medical innovation of Thailand fair is created to encourage the more collaboration between all sectors. Since this fair is a venue for all related sectors to collaborate and conduct the business, the results will be a further economic growth. There is a concern that, globally, pathogens can rapidly spread among the countries. There is a need for medical development in all factors, including academic comprehension, technology, medicines, medical supply and devices. Hence, research and development is important for the policy to increase standardize of medical sector. 

Conclusion

	In managing an government expenditures, there is an underlying to restore confidence and accelerate the establishment of good foundation for a country. The government aims to stimulate the economy, improve infrastructures, and get ready for entering into an ASEAN Community in the future. Thailand’s government expenditure is undertaken with the creation balance in developing country in terms of economy, society, culture, security, and natural resources.
