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1. The corporations issue stock because they want to expand or develop their business and by issuing stocks. It can raise money from people whoever is interested in investing in their corporations. For instance, a company might build a new factory or hire additional employees. As a result, the business becomes more profitable.
The investors buy stocks because they hope that price of the stock that they held will increase and they will get a capital gain on that stock but sometimes, some people held to get a dividend payment as well

2. Interest rate in the economy has an inverse relationship with the price of cooperate bond simply because of supply and demand in bond market. For example, If a company issues a bond paying 5 percent, and interest rates in the marketplace rise to 10 percent, investors will sell the 5 percent bonds to own the 10 percent bonds, as they are being paid twice as much. Therefore, when interest rate goes up, the price of the bond will go down and vice versa.
