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Comments on consumer’s alternative choice of restaurant substitution
	This paper tries to analyze to factors affecting consumer’s decision on choices of restaurant.  The literature review seemed to not correct as it does not review literature related to the topics. The main question of this topic was the factors that affect customer choices while the author review literatures about background and trend of food industry which seem to be unrelated in my opinion. The paper should also cite the literatures published in journal accepted by academic society. One weakness of this paper was that there is no solid theoretical background on about consumer choices theory. The model should be developed according to the theory and valid hypothesis. For example, the consumer choice theory on two substitutions good using basic utility function can be applied and then add quality factors to the model. The linear regression model can be obtained from the theoretical model. Since there is no theory provided, the paper was less credible. Moreover, what paper should discuss is how we can be sure that these restaurants are substitutable at the first place. The paper can cite previous literatures to prove this statement. 
 For the analysis part, I agree with the method since the dependent variables is dummy variables and their ranking has no meaning. However, it seems that the model does not most basic factors argued by economist, relative prices, to the model. I also suggest to add these variables. The independent variables should be checked the multicollinearity problems as there might be too much variables included in the model. The variables should be explained in more details since I am still not sure what the dependent variables really are. The paper should also argue how these sample represent the population and what the population defined in this paper.  For the result, the paper should discuss the explanation of the relationship found in this paper from some theoretical framework. The results should be identified whether they are average or marginal effects at mean. The relative importance of the factors can also be presented and mentioned as part of the results. 
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
