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Switzerland is a developed country with low unemployment and high skill labors. Switzerland has fluctuated economic growth for past five years. According to the global economic recession in 2008, because of the sovereign debt crises in Euro-zone countries, the growth declined extremely in the next year (Figure 1). While Switzerland government still stimulate the economy continually at the same rate. Switzerland economy began to recover after 2009. The government followed OECD regulations such as tax evasion. The government also has maintained the proportion of expenditure in each sector such as general public services, education and health. This paper will concentrate on health care sector of government expenditure. 
-Overview of Switzerland economy
	An economic slow-down in 2005 had affected strongly from uncertainty of the rising in energy prices. For this reason, consumer confidence and business was unstable. Despite the increase in oil products prices, it was again a year of price stability. Certainly, it was the twelfth in succession, because the annual rise in Switzerland’s consumer prices has balanced under 2% since 1994. The Swiss economy in 2006-2008 were good even though the most recent rose in oil prices. Switzerland faced with the 2009 recession again. They bounced back strongly by used low interest rates, high immigration and an exchange rate ceiling until now. All of these supported export growth. Inflation has been quite low or negative over the past four years. The unemployment rate is low. The Swiss government set to impose limits on immigration to put a premium on stronger productivity growth in the years ahead. The performance of Switzerland in terms of per capita GDP growth over the past decade has been near average of the OECD. As Switzerland has the labor productivity performance and happiness indicators that are very high. Many several major cities in Switzerland mainly ranking in the best places to live in the world. Switzerland’s Public expenditure was just 33.5% of GDP in 2014, one of the lowest in the OECD. (Figure 2) The Swiss government has spent the most on social protection, the second most for education, followed by economic affair. In all three areas Switzerland has spent above the OECD average, while it spends less on health due to prevalence of private health care insurance. 
-Health
Health is one part of government spending that can impact on GDP of country. If government spends more on health care sector. This can enhance the quality of health care service that affects to a higher productivity of labors. It can increase the economy growth.
(Figure 5) Government spending on health care in Switzerland was 10.1 percent of GDP in 2013. This was above the OECD average of 8.9 percent. It is the third highest share across OECD countries, following only United Stated and Netherlands. The Swiss health expenditure can divided in two parts; public and private expenditure. (Figure 3) For Switzerland health expenditure, the government spends more on public health than private spending slightly. Moreover, public health expenditure has increase over past five years. Private health also plays an important role in providing health care coverage in Switzerland. (Figure 4) It is over 70 percent of private health expenditure that is a part of households’ out-of-pocket spending. According to Swiss citizens’ buying insurance for themselves, it does not have employer-sponsored or government supporting in insurance programs. Switzerland does not have Free State health service in Switzerland. The government assists just the minimum benefit package. The government will subsidize poor people for health care. They aim to protect individuals not spending over 10 percent of their income on insurance. The Switzerland population is relatively old when compared with other OECD countries and is estimated to continue growing older. (Figure 6) The life expectancies have increased over decades. With an estimated expectancy at birth of 82.75 years. It is in the top 20 who have the longest life expectancy. (Figure 7) The infant mortality rate has decreased over time and it is relatively low. It is 3.8 per 1,000 people in 2013. It was 30 times lower than Afghanistan that has the highest infant mortality rate has in the world. (Figure 8) The death rate in Switzerland is in the medium neither high nor low. It is about 8 per 1,000 people. It is quite difference from Qatar that has the lowest death rate in the world which is 1.53 per 1,000. 
	Consequently, the health care system in Switzerland is outstanding both public and private health care sector. It has a highly qualified hospitals, doctors and good medical facilities and no waiting lists. Government still maintains the composition of expenditure. This can continue a high quality of universal coverage and health packages. These lead to reduce the death rate and increase life expectancy. However, it lacks of information to obstruct charging from hospitals. The government should promote creating benchmark system of hospital costs. For example, the government should implement a new legislation or reformation to control using costs under benchmarks. Besides, aging problems will go up in the future that relates to pressure on spending. The government should revise the legal about age of retirement which is at 65. It should be relatively to life expectancy. Moreover, cutting early retirement may help to reduce incentives from stopped working or to pay more for pension premium to whom decide working longer.
-Conclusion
Nowadays, Switzerland is facing economic downturn. However it is a developed country, it can restore the economic growth faster than developing country. The Swiss government can control current economic situation within domestic pretty well. They should sustain these and look forward to forecasting the global economic in the future. For health policies in Switzerland, they have had high standard of health system already. They just maintain this quality and catch up for advance technology. It is one way to encourage the economic growth as well.
