In chapter one (page 39-40) David Flath presents three observations made by Alexander Gerschenkron. These are:
1-	“The more delayed the industrial development of a country, the more explosive was the great spurt of its industrialization, if and when it came.”
2-	 “Moreover,  the higher degree of backwardness was associated with a stronger tendency toward larger scale plant and enterprise …”
3-	“Finally, the more backward a country, the more likely its industrialization was to  proceed under some organized direction; depending on the degree of backwardness, the seat of such direction could be found in investment banks, in investment banks under the aegis (guidance) of the state, or in bureaucratic controls”
Please apply these three observations to the development of South-Korea and explain why or why not these observations hold true for the case of South-Korea. Use a maximum of 500 words.
