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[bookmark: _GoBack]	Due to my bad habits on spending or tracing on what I have spent, it leads to an overspending during the month. In each month, I receive 8,000THB in cash, 3000THB is set aside for fixed saving. Transportation through Uber will not be in my spending due to the fact that any credit card usage will be paid by my parents. Therefore, in each month, it is hardly to overspend 5000 THB. Note that the net amount 5000 THB is only a spending on daily usage, while there is some spending paid by credit card, which is not under my management but my parents. Moreover, once I stay at home, I do not have to spend my own money. Therefore, during holidays and weekends, none of the spending will be jotted down. The spending note in the excel will only be the part that I have used in cash.  

	In January, I do not have to spend much due to the leisure time that I do not have to read outside at coffee place, like Starbucks. I only spent 2115 THB where more than half of the spending is used for eating out. In addition, I spent too much on shopping with my friends. Hence, in this month even I do not have to eat out often, but each time costed too much. The way that I can reduce unnecessary spending is to eat at cheaper places. 

	In February, I used more than the previous month due to higher eating out, which contributes more than half of the spending. The rest is on recreation once it had some holidays, therefore, I spent it with my friends a lot. 

	In March, I spent exactly 5000. As usual, most of the spending is on eating out since this month got closer to the exam dates. Therefore, I went out with my friends to read the books almost every day. Another big spending is on my best friend’s gift, which is occasional. In this month, I also spent a lot on recreations, which can be easily reduced. 

	In April, I can surely remember that I spent a lot and too much during Songkran Holiday, which is a waste. I can reduce so much on that proportion. It led to an overspending on this month.

	In conclusion, after doing daily spending diary, I can trace all my spending and see which spending is unnecessary and later reduce it as much as possible. However, the one important thing that I realize is that once I graduate and live on my own, cost of living will not be this low since currently some of my daily spending is are paid by my parents. Moreover, whenever I am short of money, I can ask for my parents unlimitedly, which is harmful for me when I grow older.  As I have tracked my spending in these couple months, I comprehend that my habit of spending will eventually cause me trouble later on. Therefore, I will have to keep tracking my spending and cut some of the unnecessary accounts, which is usually on eating and recreational. The way to reduce them is to eating out at cheaper place or hang out with my friends less.
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
