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The data is 2017 data. On the X axis, I put GNI per capita based on purchasing power parity (PPP). Data are in current international dollars based on the 2011 ICP round. On the Y axis, it is infant mortality rate, the number of infants dying before reaching one year of age, per 1,000 live births in a given year.
The infant mortality rate can be a rough proxy of many things, the quality of medical service in that country, living condition quality, parent’s knowledge, etc.
We can see that there is a clear non-linear negative relationship between these two variables. The more developed a country is, the more likely that it will have better living standard, and the more likely the people are well educated and better preparing for their baby.

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	The series illustrate the amount of population with age 65 or above as percentage of total population. The chosen countries are Malaysia, the Netherlands and Thailand. The time frame of the data is from 1990 until 2015. We can see a similar trend among these countries. They are all going to have bigger proportion of elderly in the future, is or approaching aging-society. The 
Netherlands’s proportion of senior citizen is significantly higher than the other two countries since the start, a common thing among those developed countries. For Thailand and Malaysia, we were close at the starting point, but as time pass, Malaysia is approaching aging-society faster than us.
