The Screenplay – One thousand and one nights

FADE IN: 1001 nights INTRODUCTION
SETTING: In TU library - bookshelf
TECHNIQUE USED: Hyper lapse showing the actors and actress moving from tables to tables and from shelves to shelves and stop right at the position. Flash back

SPEECHES:
Mine: “The Arabian nights, commonly known as one thousand and one nights, is a novel that complied many West and south Asia stories and folk tales. In the novel, Scheherazade, the daughter of sultan Shahrayar’s vizier, tells these stories to the sultan to prevent him from killing her and in hope that these entertaining and philosophical stories will change the betrayed and vengeful sultan for the better”. 
Moouan: “And the reason why the sultan is vengeful is because he learns that his wife cheated on him. He sentenced his queen to death and vowed to himself that he will marry a different maiden every night and kill her in the following morning to prevent his wives from betraying him. These goes on for a while until Scheherazade decided to stop the sultan by marrying him.
Mine: “She told the sultan different stories every night and when the stories reaches its climax, she would paused her stories and only told the sultan the next morning. Curiosity gets better of sultan. If he kills her, he would never know the rest of the story so he kept her alive. This continues for 1001 nights until the sultan turn over a new leaf. Mine: “Aladdin’s lamp, Alibaba and the forty thieves, The three apples, The seven voyages of Sinbad the sailor, The fisherman and the Jinni, The vizier and the sage Duban and The three princes and princess Nouronihar are some of the more famous stories of 1001 nights. Let us explore on each of these famous stories on why are they engaging, what moral lessons did the sultan learn and how can we apply this moral values we learnt from the stories into our daily lives to illustrate how powerful and impactful these stories can be. We will also use the 5 elements of powerful stories to analyse the story and access to see whether it is really powerful.” 


CUT TO: First story ‘Aladdin lamp’ 
SETTING: Aksa Road Bangkok- Evening
TECHNIQUE USED: Film the surroundings (fast forward) and focus on the streetlamp to give blurred background and slowly shift the focus to the actors and blur the lamp.

SPEECHES/ACIONS:
IN: He is in the difficult situation. His friends left him alone on the Aksa Road with no means of going back home. He looks around nervously trying to figure his way back. “I has to be back home before my mum reaches home or I am murdered, what should I do, what should I do?” The panic gets better of him. He tries to hitchhike the passing cars. Suddenly, the deafening sound of a car brake burst out. IN is almost hit by a car. 
The driver (Moouan): He was furious. “What is he trying to do!? Does he not know that this is dangerous? I must give him a lesson!” He slams the door open and stomp towards IN. "Hey! What are you trying do?”
IN: “I am really sorry. I have to be home soon and my friends left me here. I was panic and did not know what to do so I decided to hitchhike” 
Moouan: “That was reckless! Any car could knock you down, you know? You should stay clam and think carefully before decided to do anything. If you think carefully, no matter how difficult the situation may be you will find a way. Let me tell you about “Aladdin and his wonderful lamp” from 1001 nights novel. Once upon a time, Aladdin was betrayed by a magician who trapped him inside the cave. By a stroke of luck, he managed to escape and retrieve a wonderful lamp and ring. The lamp and ring contain Jinn. Jinn will grant any wish that its owner requests from them. The lamp’s Jin is more powerful than that of the ring. One day the magician came and stole the lamp from him. Aladdin and princess was clam and did not rush to get the lamp back immediately. Instead, they thought the situation through carefully and derived a plan. IN: “Ohh I got it I should start reading 1001 nights novel, the stories are interesting and filled with moral lessons”
Moouan: “Yeah! You should”
IN: “I definitely will, but first can u fetch me home?”
Moouan: “Sure! Come on in” 






CUT TO: TU library scene,
Moouan: According to the, 5 elements of powerful stories. We can relate to this story as shown from the scene earlier, most of us often panic and never think properly before we act. The action of Aladdin to think carefully before acting stir up the thought to reflect upon ourselves. It shows the good- Aladdin- and the bad- the magician. It points to the greater cause of teaching the sultan. It teaches us to be calm in the time of panic. It also leaves room for the readers to interpret why the Jinni were inside the lamp and the ring.


















FADE IN: The three apples
SETTING: Wachila Benjathat Park/TU library – Late afternoon
TECHNIQUE USED: Pan the camera around the park and to the actor, followed by Point of view of the actor switch with facial shot as the actor walking through the park. Telephone scene. 
SPEECHES/ACTIONS:
IN: Walking along the park and suddenly his phone rings. 
Mine: Switch the scene to the library, “Where are you!?”
IN: “Suan rot fai”
Mine: “I thought we supposed to be researching for our group’s project? I am doing all the work and you are enjoying in the park?”
IN: “I am researching.” 
Mine: “In the park? Really? Wait for me there, I am going over to see how you do it”
-BTS Scene – Transport scene 
Mine: Upon her arrival, she rushes to where IN is only to find him strolling happily in the park. Out of anger, she thunders to IN and shouted at him “You call this researching!? I am going to tell the professor that you did not contribute anything!”
IN: “Don’t judge too quickly! Let me tell you what happen to those who judge too quickly. It is a story named “Three apples from 1001 nights.” Once upon a time, there was a wife who fell ill and she asked her husband for a very rare apples. The man managed to find only three apples. His wife was ill and could not eat the apples so she kept it. One fine day, he found a slave holding on to an apple similar to those three apples. The slave told him that the man’s wife gave him. The slave lied to stir up trouble. He went home and found that one apple was really missing and decided to kill his wife for betraying him only to find out later that the apple that the slave had was given to the slave by his son. This is what happens to those who judge too quickly, they will regret their actions. CUT TO: TU library Scene

The guilt that the man felt after judging to quickly catalase the thought to reflect upon ourselves. It shows the good- his wife and the bad- the slave. It points to the greater cause of teaching the sultan. It teaches us not to judge too quickly. It also leaves room for the readers to interpret what is so special about the apple.




FADE IN: The Seven voyages of the Sinbad the sailor
SETTING: CHAOPAYA RIVER – Late afternoon
TECHNIQUE USED: Time Lapse to when actor arrives
SPEECHES/ACTION:
Mine: Was enjoying her life in the Chaopaya river boat where she met her friend, TEE
Tee: “Life is so unfair! I’ve worked so hard and all I get were Cat and Dog. You do not even need to read any books and what you get is an A!”
Mine: “No that’s not true. Nothing worth ever comes easy. Let me tell u a story of Sinbad the sailor from 1001 nights. “Sinbad is a very wealthy guy in Gaghdad. However, he had to endure seven difficult voyages to get to where he is today. He was left alone in the sea during his first voyage, meet the roc, the giant bird, and the huge snakes that could swallow elephant on his second voyage, meet the Carnibal giant who ate his crew on his third voyage, meet the naked savages who poisoned them on the forth, meet the old man of the sea who strangled him on the fifth, left starving on the sixth and buried alive on the seven. Same goes to me, I have to read and practice a lot of exercises to get to where I am today[footnoteRef:6]. CUT TO: library Scene
Mine: According to the, 5 elements of powerful stories. We can relate to this story as shown from the scene earlier, most of us feel that life is unfair. It shows the good- Sinbad and the bad- the obstacles Sinbad meets. It points to the greater cause of teaching the sultan and to emphasise the importance of merit time trade during that era. It teaches us that nothing worth ever comes easy. It also leaves room for the readers to interpret why Sinbad loves sailing despite of his many unfortunate circumstances in the seas.


















FADE IN: The three princes and princess Nouronnihar 
SETTING: In TU library study room – in the afternoon.
TECHNIQUE USED: Camera lies flat on the table focusing on the 3 thick sheets/books with blurred chair as a background. Actor walks in and picks the books up. Camera follows the movement of the books up and shifts the focus point to the actors.
SPEECHES/ACTIONS:
Tee: After listening to what MIND told him he decided to work hard. “Which subject should I focus on Math, English or Economic subjects? I should be focusing on Economic subjects since they are the most important subjects for Economic students”
Moouan: He overheard what Tee spoke to himself. He approaches him. “That is not right, all three subjects are equally important. Let me tell you a story called the three princes and princess Nouronnihar of 1001 nights novel. There are three princes who are tasked to find the greatest treasure. Three of them were having a competition. The winner will get to marry pricess Nouronnihar. One of the princes got back a carpet that can take its owner anywhere, the other got back the ivory tube that could see the future and the last got back the apple that can cure any diseases with just one smell. During the competition to see which treasure is the most valuable piece, the prince with the ivory tube sees that the princess is in coma. They then rush to where the princess is using the magical carpet and cure the princess using the smell of wonderful apple. Everyone thought that the winner would be the prince with the apple since it cures the disease. However, the king decides that every treasure is as important as the others in saving the princess. Hence they choose the winner using other competition. This teaches us that everything and everyone has its own value and importance. In your case, English, Math and Economic subject are equally importance they are all instrumental to learning economic[footnoteRef:7]. It shows the good- the king- he is wise as the evidence that he recognizes that all the three parts are equally importance and the bad- the rest of the people- as they overlook the importance of the carpet and the tube. It points to the greater cause of teaching the sultan. It teaches us to notice the importance of even the smallest thing in our lives. It also leaves room for the readers to interpret why the owner of such wonderful objects is willing to sell them or how many do these items exist in the story.






FADE IN: Alibaba and the forty thieves
SETTING: Outside the Economic class room – Morning
TECHNIQUE USED: Pan cam to the actor.
SPEECHES/ACTIONS:
Benz: After the announcement of Mid-Term Examination, He was depressed and dispirited by the results. “I studied so hard and yet I did so badly for my Exam, I will not put in as much effort as I used to already” 
IN: Approaches Benz “No, it’s not the grade that you are studying for, it is the knowledge, skills and wisdom you could acquire during the course of education that you are studying for. Let me tell you a story, it is a story of Alibaba and the forty thieves of 1001 nights novel. Alibaba got rich by stealing the treasure that the 40 thieves collected. The 40 thieves planned to get their treasure back and kill Alibaba. Morgiana never fail to destroy the thieves’ plan using her wisdom. She was able to destroy the plan because she knows the thieves plan and able to use her wisdom to counter the thieves’ plan. Alibaba could escape death again and again because of Morgiana’s wisdom[footnoteRef:8]. Without Morgiana’s wisdom, Alibaba would surely be dead. It points to the greater cause of teaching the sultan. It teaches us that wisdom is really important. It also leaves room for the readers to interpret how Morgiana knows the thieves plan.
IN: “From the illustration earlier, we can see that each stories are entertaining and captivating. It uses parables and interesting stories to teach moral lessons. Each of the stories show the light and the dark- the good and the bad - they teaches us, they leaves room for interpretation, resonate within the readers and point to the greater cause[footnoteRef:9]. SPEECHES/ACTIONS
Moouan: We have seen the powerful stories and we know that the powerful stories must be both engaging and persuasive or educational”
Mine: Let us see what happens when the stories contain only one of the elements

FADE IN: Entertaining stories but not educational
SETTING: TU CANTEEN: at noon
TECHNIQUE USED: Interview
SPEECHES/ACTIONS
Mine: “If the stories that Scheherazade told the sultan was entertaining but not educational, the sultan will be willing to listen because it is entertaining but eventually she will run out of the stories to tell. Since the sultan did not change at all, he will still be killing her anyway. Let us see what will happen if we tell the story that is entertaining but not educational at all to people”
We will ask the TU students for an interview. We will ask them for their opinion about the story we told them
IN will tell them a funny story without and lessons to learn from at all and we will watch their reaction
Conclusion after the interview



FADE IN: Educational story but not entertaining
MOOUAN: “If the stories that Scheherazade told the sultan was purely educational with no aspect of entertainment, the sultan will not even be willing to listen and kill her. Let us see what will happen if we tell the story that is purely of value with no entertainment at all.”
IN will be speaking educational quotes at the Ta pa chun road, we will watch people reaction and see if there is anyone willing to listen to him or not
Conclusion after the interview

FADE IN: Propaganda (Gossip)
SETTING: Computer lab 
TECHNIQUE USED: Direct comparison of impression of people after listening to the propaganda and to the real story 

SPEECHES/ACTIONS:
We will use the commonly known propaganda, the story that is often false or exaggerated and that are spread in order to help a cause to accuse the others. And ask the viewer how they feel about the situation. We will then tell the truth about the situation and again ask for their feeling. 






FADE IN: CONCLUSION
SETTING: Arabian restaurant/ theme park/ Mosque – Twilight. 
TECHNIQUE USED:  Fix focus at certain point. Let group members walk in. blurred at first. 
SPEECHES/ACTIONS
