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Indonesia has experienced a stable and high growth throughout the past 15 years and one of the results is from the government source which has imposed the economic growth promoting policies. For the past five years, the government has shifted towards the development of the nation. It tries to stimulate growth as well as development at the same time. The government has increased the share of education, infrastructure and health spending over time. Still, health performance and its public spending are a concern in Indonesia. This report will analyse the change in government expenditure over time and will focus on the public budget on health. 

Overall of Government Expenditure 
Due to the fuel price reduction in 2005, Indonesian government had larger budgets to spend rather than the fuel subsidies therefore it was able to spend more on development policies. With this, the economy was stimulated, growth was growing rapidly and debt dropped sharply. (Figure 1) Public expenditure has increased over the decade. Still, a drop occurred in 2009 when Indonesia was hit by the global financial crisis. The expenditure is decomposed into two categories; central government and regional government. The proportion has remained the same over time with 70% as central fiscal budget and 30% as regional spending. In 2014, the total government expenditure was 1,876,872 billion rupiahs. (Figure 2) Plotting the share of the public spending to GDP against the annual GDP growth, the patterns were quite similar. Although the decrease in spending was significant in 2009, its share of GDP was high which implies that the government raised the expenditures to stimulate the recession of the economy. 
This report will mainly focus on the central government expenditure. (Figure 3) The trend has been increasing over time. (Figure 4) The total amount in 2014 was 1,249,943 billion rupiahs. The budget is divided into 11 functions: General public services, Defense, Public order and safety, Economic affairs, Environment, Housing and community amenities, Health, Tourism and culture, Religion, Education, and Social protection. (Figure 5-1 and 5-2) The proportion has remained quite the same for the past three years; however, the pattern was different from the earlier period. The general public service expenditure had remained around 65-70% while the others have changed differently over the decade. From 2005 to 2008, there was an increase in the share of economic affairs, education, health and infrastructure due to the development plan of the government. During 2009-2010, the share of economic affairs and education was increasing significantly while the rest had a moderate rise. Notice that the proportion of defense spending increased significantly in 2010. The share of infrastructure increased up to 2.5-2.7% and has remained around this from 2010 while the share of health decreased by 1.2% in 2010 and remained around 1.5% afterwards. (Figure 6) In 2014, the general public services still remained the largest share (63.58%) of the central government spending, followed by education (10.51%) and economic affairs (10.26%). 
With the national development plan, the government spends its budget to stimulate the economic growth as well as improve people’s welfare such as financing and investing more on education and infrastructure. 

Health
	Health is one of the components that have a positive impact on economic growth. Better health could result to a higher work productivity then higher growth. Yet, the health issues are one of big concerns of development in Indonesia. The government has financed in health sector to improve the quality and condition to meet the Millennium Development Goal. The health conditions in Indonesia have improved over time. Still, it has not yet achieved the standard and remained relatively in poor condition compared with the other countries. 
(Figure 7) The share of the public health expenditure had increased and remained constant at 6.6% for the past three years. Even though the share in the central government spending decreased but the overall health expense increased due to the increase in regional government’s health spending. (Figure 8) Nevertheless, Indonesia’s public expenditure was considered very low. Compared with the ASEAN countries, it ranked at the bottom. On the other hands, compared with the developed countries such as Switzerland and the United States, its expenditure was less by almost 4 times of those. Or with the average from the OECD countries, it was still lower by 3 times. 
	Looking at the performance, it has improved over time. (Figure 9-1 and 9-2) The maternal mortality rate has significantly declined over the decade. Still, the lower rate is considered high when comparing with the other countries. It was only 1.6 times lower than Laos who ranked the top one in the Southeast Asian region while it was about 33 times higher than the developed countries. (Figure 10-1 and 10-2) The infant mortality rate also has decreased but it was relatively high. It was 2 times lower than Laos and Myanmar that ranked the top and was 10 times higher than the developed countries who ranked the bottom. (Figure 11-1 and 11-2) The life expectancy has increased over time. Its level was not so much different from the other countries who have performed well. Yet, Indonesia needs to improve this. (Figure 12-1 and 12-2) Immunisation has also improved but it decreased in 2014. Its performance is still considered low relatively to the other countries. (Figure 13) Moreover, looking at the supply of the health care service, it was only 0.204 physicians per 1,000 people which is considered very low compared with 2.80 of OECD countries or with 3.5-4.0 of European countries. Overall, the health care performance has improved significantly for the past decade. Nonetheless, Indonesia is considered as poor performance compared with the other countries. 
	Accordingly, government has raised the expenditure for the health sector to improve the performance. It aims to increase insurance coverage and number of health care stations and staff as well as to improve the health care system and information effectively. However, I would like to comment that these issues are a national level but the share and amount of central government’s expenditure on health is very low to manage all of the problems. The regional government alone cannot provide and impose the policies efficiently. For example, if the central government does not distribute enough money to the programme (due to its limited budget), the regional government does not want to provide the subsidies to the health care services because other citizens from other regions who do not pay taxes directly can come to use the service in this region. This incurs the jurisdictional externalities, for instance. Hence, the role of central government is needed. 
	Therefore, not only the regional government has to increase its spending but also the central government contribution is needed to provide the effective health policies at the national level so the whole country can benefit from it.



Conclusion
	Indonesian government expenditure pattern has been consistent with its national development plan. Mostly it aims to stimulate economic growth as well as improve people’s welfare. Education and infrastructure are the main focus while health is rather a small area of interest from the government. Although the health performance in Indonesia has improved over time, its level is relatively low compared with the other countries. Also, health is one of the components that associate in encouraging economic growth and development. The government is then suggested to pay more attention on the health issues especially the role of central government since the regional government alone cannot function effectively.
