Question 2

Question 3
A) Division of labor

What we have seen are the scrambling power between three groups; militaries, royalists and general defenders for democracy during a time like labor or student for the euphoria of the peace develop society. Under democracy is around people to post their comment through the work of government but which pattern is the best way to drive the country, no one knows. At the early of Siamese revolution, Thais are undereducated and know nothing of what real democracy is which only following the Khana Ratsadon perspectives and this course an ineffective management.
