Who else could that be? Well, it could be no one else rather than ‘Sherlock Holmes’.

“Sherlock Holmes is widely known as a great detective with admirable investigation skills. The reputation of Holmes makes many people wonder whether he really exist or not. In fact, he is a fictional character created in the late 19th century by Sir Conan Doyle.”

“Doyle got an inspiration from a real individual, Dr. Joseph Bell.”
“Dr. Joseph is a Scottish lecturer and forensic surgeon in Edinburgh. Also, he pioneered in forensic science, in which he uses closed observation. For example, he was able to diagnose the patient’s condition or to deduce the occupation or recent activities of strangers by observing external details. Unsurprisingly, forensic science is functional in police investigation and he was included as a police assistant to explore several criminal cases.

Maaya:
With his expert and unique skills such as power of deduction and power of perception, Doyle was inspired as a student of Dr. Joseph at the medical school of University of Edinburgh, to bring Sherlock Holmes to life in his writing.”
“Since then, Doyle has become renowned because of his most successful character, Sherlock Holmes.

However, Doyle wrote about the demise of Sherlock Holmes in The Adventure of Final Problem. With a public outcry, however, Holmes was resurrected in 1901 in The Hound of Baskervilles.

Compare with other Holmes’ cases, his resuscitation in this serie has become one of the most unique cases for Holmes because of its plot about the conflict between fact and fantasy. In which it makes it’s difficult for Holmes to find a logical explanation for this mysterious case.”









The Curse of Baskervilles Legend
Setting: Pan’s room
Camera technique used: Close-up to the lighting candle and zoom out seeing three people are sitting together. Then, using Medium Close-Up to Pan who is telling the story to her friends.
 Pan:
            “There was legend about the Curse of Baskervilles…”
“A hundred years ago, Sir Hugo Baskerville, the head of Baskerville family who had a wild and evil soul. Once he had met a peasant's daughter, with her beautiful characteristics, he couldn’t keep his eyes off her and had a deep crush on her. One day when her parents are away, he broke into their home, kidnapped her to Baskervilles hall and locked her in a room upstairs. She knew that Hugo has a wicked heart; she was very frightened of every part of him. She struggled and finally managed to escape from the horrible hall. When Hugo realised that she had escaped, he swore that he would give himself to the Devil, only if he were able to catch the girl before she reached her home, by letting the hound chase after her. 
After a while, his friends went down to the valley, found the bodies of the dead girl. Beside her, a group of a huge hound, with their bodies shone with a glowing light, are eating Hugo’s body.”

        “It is believed that the glowing hound was the hell-hound. Most of the Dartmoor’s villagers believe in this tale and the curse seems to haunt them. Doyle depicts the contradiction between superstition and rationalism through the characteristics of Sherlock Holmes.” Now, let's go to find out what science can do for us. Let’s go.
Supitcha: 
“Is science capable of explaining event which appears to defy explanation? 
(Narrated) Even Though Dr. Mortimer is a man of intelligence and believes in science, but his own observations suggest that it is a mystery because the large dog footprint clue does not connect to any rational explanation.


Thanawat:
People seem to develop supernatural beliefs in order to understand issues they cannot comprehend. Conversely, Holmes examines the fact logically to find the explanation using scientific proofs. He never allows superstition or situations to get the better of him.”

Thanawat:
Supernatural vs logical thought
“We can compare the beliefs of supernatural thought and logical thought. To start with, supernatural thought is a set of beliefs about things that are passed on from generation to generation without an obvious or scientific proof. On the other side, logical thought is provable and comes from scientific experiments with results which are referable.”












Supernatural thought
“The tale of Sir Hugo Baskerville and the peculiar death of Baskerville’s members created a set of belief of the existence of the hell-hound in the field at nighttime. This causes the fallacy based on appeal to belief to the villagers in Dartmoor, where there is a claim that most people believe, that they accept the belief without any proof. People are convinced not to pass through the field at night. If not, they will be haunted by the hell-hound. And situation had been ongoing until it reached Sherlock Holmes…”

Supitcha: 
Logical thought
    “Considering the mysterious of the curse of Baskervilles, Holmes decides to consider all other possibilities before falling back on superstition belief. He represents the intellectual's faith in logic, and on examining facts to find the answers.”
           (Narrated) "The more outre' and grotesque an incident is the more carefully it deserves to be examined, and the very point which appears to complicate a case is, when duly considered and scientifically handled, the one which is most likely to elucidate it."

Setting: Pan’s room 
Camera Technique used: Using two cameras from different angles. Medium shots
      “The most recognisable of Holmes scientific knowledge is the scene where he reveals the suspicious burning light to be a hound painted with phosphorus.” 
“Phosphorus is the chemical element that has glow in the dark properties. From the description in the story, as a chemist, Holmes understands its properties. 
(Narrated) White phosphorus is highly reactive and ignites in the presence of oxygen. While red phosphorus ignites when friction occurs, which it is used in matches. On the other hand, the black phosphorus is the least reactive element.
From the properties of phosphorus, it brings into question. How would the hound survive with the burning skin? Holmes also said that it has no smell but in reality, phosphorus has smell like garlic or sometimes like matches. Therefore, the chemical used in the story might not be pure white phosphorus, but it might be mixture with other chemical that change its physical and chemical properties. For example, barium sulfide (BaS) or zinc sulfide (ZnS), in which both have glow-in-the-dark properties. 




Ongorn:
“Rather than using scientific knowledge, Holmes also uses deduction skills in investigation. As you can see in the beginning of the story, there is a forgotten walking stick of a visitor that he left behind in his place.
(Narrated) It is a fine, thick piece of wood, with a bulbous-headed with a message ‘To James Mortimer, M.R.C.S., from his friends of the C.C.H.’

Ongorn:
With this little information, Holmes deduces that the stick that Doctor Mortimer is a young country doctor who received the stick from Charing Cross Hospital (not Hunt, like Watson had guessed). Also, he possessed a dog attributed to the visible mark of its teeth at the middle of the stick.”
“Another event that Holmes proves his observant ability is when there is a warning note to Sir Henry in the day he arrived in London.”
(Narrated) ‘As you value your life or your reason keep away from the moor.’ 

Ongorn:
“After looking at it, Holmes deduces immediately that this person must be very deeply interested in Sir Henry Baskerville. 
(Narrated) A letter is written in hurry because he noticed that the writer uses nail scissors to cut texts from Times newspaper to form a sentence and pasted it with gum. And the word ‘moor’ is handwritten because it is an uncommon word found in the newspaper.

Ongorn: 
“With only one word of the handwriting he could tell that the writer was educated man and the letter is written in a hotel because the pen has spluttered twice in a single word, and has run dry three times in a short address. So there would be no place rather than hotel where there are many troubled hotel pens and inks.”



Maaya:
(Narrated) Black background
“Have you realised that some of these conclusions are made through the use of ‘Modus Ponens’ application.”
"If 'p', then 'q',"
Where 'p' is observed evidence 
So 'q' is what the evidence indicates.
      “Now, let’s take a look an example of case in The Hound of Baskervilles.”
     Let p be “someone who reads the Times.”
     Let  q be “ someone who is highly educated.”
     	     “The Times is a paper that is seldom found in any hands but those of the highly educated.”
To make it simple, “if the writer reads the Times, .....then…..the writer is highly educated.”

“The words in the letter comes from the Times newspaper.”
Then, it refers to “p”.
Now we have    if p, then q
                         and p
We can now conclude that “the writer is highly educated.” by Modus Ponens.        
Maaya: Therefore, with this deductive reasoning, he’s being an observant person and looks into every detail and clue that he found.”

“If you observe more closely, you will realise how much techniques, analysis and approaches are used in criminal scenes that influence modern-day detective novels.”
“In the Hound of Baskervilles, Doyle presents to us the hound’s footprint analysis. It is one of special parts of forensic science, the scientific method of gathering and examining information. By observing the footprint, Holmes can make the conclusion by gathering the evidences. For example, the tip-toe footprint of Sir Charles is a sign that he was running but in fact he ran away from the house rather than towards it suggests he was terrified out of his wits. Today, footprint analysis is used to determine the identity of the criminal scene such as average height, weight and sex. It is impressive how Doyle brought this up despite lack of modern methods.”
