	Singapore’s general government final consumption expenditure increases continuously. Government spending has gone to four sectors. First, Social Development, such as Health and Education, is the highest cost. Second, Security and External Relations, such as National defense and Military, is the second highest cost. Third, Economic Development is the third highest cost. Fourth, Government Administration is the lowest cost.
	Singapore has the impressive human capital. They are high educated and classified as one of the best workforce in the world. In this paper, we will illustrate how Singapore achieved the high quality of education and what policy they established to the country.
	Due to the low natural resource and heavily relied on trade, the government choose to focus on the education to compete with other countries. Lee Kuan Yew, the famous prime minister also believes that education is the solution to solve the economic and ethnic problems. He emphasize that education can change people’s mind to other ethnics and can create mediocrity. Most of the Government’s expenditure focuses on social development which is mainly on education. Singapore has transforms its education system all the time to up-to-date to the global.
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	Education Operation Expenditure in Singapore is increasing in overall (As we see in the graph). It is about 20-22 percent of government expenditure that the government chooses to invest in education (There are only 5 years that contain information in World Bank). Every year, Singapore still give priority to education first and second is health. On the graph, it decreases in 2013 because it is compare to GDP. However, public spending on education is increasing every year, but GDP also increase every year too. This is the reason why the graph is decreasing in 2013. It can be interpreted that Singapore have stronger economic.

In third phase, the government tries to plant creativity and capacity for innovation of their student because they believe that mind and attitude also the differentiation that will make Singaporean significant than other nationality (nurturing, innovative society, and lifelong learning). 
	Furthermore, Singapore government emphasizes more in the quality of teachers and education leader. Singapore’s teachers are selected from only the top third of secondary school class. Teachers are compensated at the same level as engineer and trained by high education institution. Teacher’s performance also appraised annually. Teacher will receive a bonus due to their performance. Singapore government runs many policies to incentive high potential teacher to work at the country.
	Therefore, Successful in Education policy is from both effective policy and effective leader. Lee kuan Yew create good policy and up-to-date to the global trend. The policy is well defined and has the obvious objective. The policy makers are chosen from the group of high educated people. The policy also values the teachers or the instructors who teach student. The quality of teachers can differentiate the quality of education.
